A collar of inflamable material, worn by

When he return­
ed the alcohol had already taken fire, and 
the flames had spread to the curtains on 
the windows. He made a rush to throw 
his coat over the flaming pan, when his 
collar caught fire, and the flames circled 
his head, burning; bis peck, face and head.
