Johnstown. Pa., Dec. 5—Mrs. Adelaide
Robinson, aged 66, a well known resident
of Hollidaysburg, Bair county, is under
arrest here, charged with the murder of
her daughter’s infant child by chloroform.
Following a story which she related to the
police, her husband, Samuel Robinson,
and Dr. E. M. Duff, also of Hollidays-
burg, have been detained as witnesses.

Mrs. Robinson was arrested just as she
stepped from a cab at the Pennsylvania
station on Thursday evening, when the
cab driver, John Schultze called an offi-
cer and declared he had seen the woman
administer chloroform to the child while
riding in his carriage, and then place the
infant in a telescopic travelling bag.
