In all works published on glass making,
twenty years ago, the art of glass making is
alleged to be of comparatively modern date,

| The discoveries of Layard in Nineveh, how-
,ever, have thrown a new light upon the sub-

ing ur'icles was found a number otemall glass
bottles, some colcred, others ribbed and oth-
erwise ornamented.

A most celebrated antique vase which was
for 200 years the principal ornament of the
Barberini palace, and which is now designat-
ed tue Portland vase, is a rich specimen of
early glass manufacture. It was found about
the middle of the six'eenth century inclosed
in a marble sarcophagus withia a sepuichral
chamber under Monte del Grano, about two
miles and a balf from Rome, supposed ta be
ke tomb of Alexander Severus, who diad in
the year 235. It is decorated with white o-
paque figures inbas relief upon a durk blue
transpareat ground, the subject of which has
not hitherto received a satisfactory elucida-
