annoucement that the Canadian Pacific 
Railway proposes putting on a fast mail 
bain from Vancouverto St. John,N. B. to 
carry the China-Japan mail from the 
Pacific to the Atlantic in four days, Col. 
White the deputy Postmaster General 
says, that’the last train'from the far east 
which passed over the C. P. R. route con­
tained nearly four thousand letters for 
Europe independent of a large Canadian 
and United States mail. Nearly 250 of 
these were registered letters.
