The house where 
the woman lives is situated on the City 
road only a few doors from Stanley 
street, and is a very unpretentious look­
ing dwelling both without and within.

1 i W her sister and her husband’s sister 
produced a bottle from her pocket, and 
before she could tie prevented 
swallowed the contents. The bottle 
when picked up was found to be labell­
ed “Carbolic Acid,” which poison had 
been procured at Chas. K. Short’s drug 
store. The woman had purchased one 
ounce, which is eight teaspoonfuls, but 
whether she drank that quantity or not, 
is a question. At any rate none remain­
ed in the bottle. Dr. Andrews was im­
mediately summoned. He did what it 
was possible to do, but believing death a 
matter of a few hours notified Coroner 
Berryman, who on learning the quantity 
of poison taken, was also assured of the 
certainty of the woman’s death.

At seven o’clock Mrs. Shaw lay in an 
unconscious state in a little room off the 
kitchen. She had suffered greatlytprevious 
to this but at that time appeared to 
be senseless to all pain. She remained 
unconscious some time, and then began 
to rally. She seems now to be recover­
ing.

This afternoon a representative of the 
Gazette called at the house, and was 
shown into the room where the woman 
lay. She was propped up in bed, and 
while not looking particularly bad, said 
she was suffering a great deal. She was 
able to talk, but only in a husky whisper. 
In answer to enquiries Mrs. Shaw said 
she had not attempted suicide on 
account of her husband’s actions, nor 
was she in any way affected by jealousy. 
But a few days ago parties had come 
to her and had told her that her 
husband was going away and would 
never come back again. She would 
never let anybody say that she 
had been deserted and so she resolv­
ed to kill herself. She went to Short’s 
drug store and purchased 10 cents worth 
of carbolic acid, about 0 drachms, and 
had swallowed the entire quantity.

The chances for the woman’s recovery 
are good so far as present appearances go 
and it is believed that she will pull 
through, a fact which is remarkable.

Mr. Shaw called at the Gazette office 
this morning to contradict some state­
ments which appeared in a morning pa­
per. He had not been drinking, 
he said nor was he in the 
habit of using intoxicating liquors. 
He wished also to state that he and his 
wife lived on the best of terms, and that 
he had never quarrelled with her. The 
woman corroborated these statements of 
her husband this afternoon.

The Ex-Cbancellor'e Thoughts Inter­
preted by an Intimate Friend— 
What be Says Abont the Emperor 
and Germany.

BT TELEGRAPH TO THE GAZETTE.

Paris, May 19.—Figaro yesterday pub­
lished nearly two columns of Bismarck - 
ian maxims communicated by one of 
Prince Bismarcks intimate friends, who 
never before was intrusted w ith inter­
preting to the world the thoughts of the 
ex-chancellor. Figaro prints Prince Bis­
marck’s utterances without changing a

The following are some of the more 
striking remarks of the ex-chancellor, "I 
have lived for the nation, it is now time 
that I should devote myself wholly to 
my family.”

Speaking of the Emperor, he says : 
“I pity this young man. He is like a young 
hound fun chien de chasse) that barks 
at everybody, that smells everything, 
that touches everything and that ends 
by causing complete disorder in the room 
in which he is, no matter how large it 
may be. I think he is the victim of a 
current of history which he might have 
curbed by a reign of tranquility, and by 
allowing Germany to enjoy its advan­
tages gained in 1870. If one stone is 
moved all tbe stones in the edifice will 
fall, and a dégringolade will ensue, that 
nothing can check.”

Supporting his claim that the greatness 
of Germany is necessary for the tran­
quility of Europe, Bismarck assests that 
the h ereditary enemy in the true sense 
of the word, is in the east It is Russia.

Suppose there should be a war in which 
France should crush Germany. Russia 
would at once put herself in motion to 
crush France. This is the law of history.

Emperor William is fond of history. 
He wishes to make history, he wishes 
to live in history, but he does not know 
nor understand the spirit of the great 
laws of centuries. He has plenty of 
strength to begin with, but he walks too 
fast ; he will lose his breath on the way 
that he thinks he has marked out. I 
don’t know what the future will be.

Christiania, May 19.—The Nansen ex­
pedition in search of the north pole, is 
actively fitting out here. The route to 
be followed is based upon the theory 
JJ>at the articles belonging to the Jean­
nette, found on June 18, three years after 
the disaster to that ship, at a point 
directly opposite the pole, must have 
followed a supposed submarine 
current, which, leaving the archi­
pelago at New Siberia must have con­
veyed them to the Greenland colony, 
where they were found at a place called 
Julianshaab. The meteorological bureau 
at Christiania, after ^ three years’ study, 

concluded that a direct route exists, 
crossing the polar regions, and Nausen 
will try this route, starting near the 
point where the Jeannette was nipped 
by the ice,and going to the opposite point 
where the articles were found. The 
new ship will have an auxiliary propel­
ler, and if nipped the crew will quit her 
and push forward to Julianshaab.

MORMON ELDERS FLOGGED.

They Were Too Successful Malting Fe­
male Convene In Florida.

Vernon, Fla., May 19.—Two Mormon 
elders have been tramping through 
Washington and Holmes counties dis­
tributing their religious tracts. They 
went by the names of Elders James and 
Maxwell, hailing from Utah. They had 
proselyted to a considerable extent and 
especially among young unmarried fe­
males. A party of eight women were 
secured to go West last week. Abram 
King, living > six miles from herb, had 
two daughters in the party. King and 
his son, with his neighbors, one of whose 
wife was with the converts, pursued the 
Mormons, and on capturing them tied 
them to trees, and, after stripping them 
and flogging them unmercifully, they 
then loosened them and began firing on 
them. The Mormons ran into the 
swamps and have not been seen since. 
The young women were returned and 
every one of them was well switched, 
their parents making each one whip the 
other. The neighborhood has been in­
tensely excited over the event, as there 
is no doubt but what the elders perished 
in the swamp.
