A REVIEW.

had not two prominent Conservatives
refused to sanction the plundering of
the treasury. And it is particularly
noteworthy that at the time this out-
rageous steal was proposed, the right
hand supporter of the government, the
enemy of all corporations and the
champion of the rights of the peeple,
Comrade Hawthornthwaite, was 'a con-
senting party to the proposition of
plunder. It was not this valiant up-
holder of the people's rights that saved
the province from a swindle, but two
righteous men in the Conservative
party. And now the wonder is how
these two men can reconcile their can-
didature on behalf of this Socialist-
Conservative government with what
transpires in caucus.

But the demands of the C.P.R. were
not satisfied with what the McBride
government had attempted to do for it.
Frustrated by Liberal« members in a
previous government in its attempt to
secure from the Legislature the rich
| blocks of coal and oil lands in southeast
Kootenay, it demanded eight hundred
thousand acres of land, to which it had
neither moral nor legal right, else-
where. It had not earned this eight
hundred thousand acres of land, ac-
cording to the opinion of disinterested
authorities. But the government gave
it this, and it will demand and will re-
ceive more if the government be. re-
turned to power. It has been relieved
of taxation to the extent of at least
two hunawsd and fifty thousand dollars
a year, while the demands of the in-
dividual taxpayer have been increased
from forty to one hundred per cent.

In the foregoing are presented some,
but not all, of the facts relating to the
policy of the McBride-Anderson-Haw-
thornthwaite government and the rela-
tions of that government with, the C.
P. R. In this election contest it is the
people against a combination made up
of so-called Socialists and would-be
monopolists. The combination is draw-
ing- from a common campaign fund,
and if it succeeds in corrupting the
electorate it is just as certain as that
the Legislature will meet that it will
demand and receive its reward in fur-
ther raids upon the treasury or upon
the public domain. The position is
doubtless a perfectly natural one from
the point of view of the C.P.R. It is
not a matter for surprise that it has
supplied not only the funds by which
the attempt is to be made to debauch
the electorate, that it is supplying the
Premier and his campaigners with spe-
cial trains and private cars, that it has
purchased newspapers to advocate its
course of plunder and even gone the
length of giving a number of its em-
ployees to the Premier as candidates—
but it will be a matter of surprise if
the people do not rise as they arose
during the last Dominion general elec-
tion and tell the &.P.R. magnates that
they propose this country shall be gov-
erned in the interests of the public;
that they do not propose to have it set
aside as a preserve for a railway mon-
opoly and its progress arrested except
in so far as such progress is approved
by the C.P.R.

Such is the political situation in Brit-
ish Columbia to-day. And it behooves
the people to mark it well—to consider
what has transpired since the Ottawsa
government, enlightened by the Liberal
representatives from this province, told
the C.P.R. in plain terms that its de-
mands could not be countenanced for a
moment, and promulgated the railway
policy the McBride government has op-
posed with all the influence it could
command, and which by opening up the
Northwest and the richest sections of
British Columbia to settlement and
capitalistic enterprise has created the
prosperity which abounds to-day in the
Farthest West.

A CORRESPONDENT’S VAGARIES.

When the Ottawa -correspondent - of
the Colonist undertakes to elucidate a
situation, look out for something alto-
gether anique, original, and preposter-
ous. But this enterprising Tory offi-
ciates as the correspondent of the To-
ronto Mail and Empire also, and any-
thing he says really must not be seri-
ously regarded. This correspondent, of
course, takes the position that the
Laurier government is anxious to se-
cure control of the political situation in
British Columbia through the triumph
of the forces led by Mr. Macdonald.
Possibly the members of the federal
government, as Liberals, would wel-
come a victory for the representatives
of Liberalism in the West. That would
not be an unnatural state of mind, con-

at-arms at Victoria while the House
was in session.

The chairman also took ocecasion to
comment on the eight-hour day in
smelters, the defeat of which measure
he attributed to McBride and his fol-
lowers, while on the other hand- Mr.
Macdonald voted for the measure.
Look through all of Mr. Hawthorn-
thwaite’s speeches, continued the
speaker, and also through the Socialist
press, and you will not find a word
condemning Mr. McBride for his ac-
tions.

Autocratic Action.

Hugh Aitken, the first speaker of the
evening, was pleased to be pres#nt at a
meeting in the interests of Mr. Brew-
ster. It was a well-known fact that
there avere several aspirants f6r . the
Liberal nomination. while the Conser-
vative candidate was selected in Vic-
toria and forced upon the electorate.
All of -the Liberals who were out for
the honor secured by Mr. Breygpter at
the Liberal convention in Alberni were
out heart and soul for the success of
party candidate. It was a well-known
fact that after the news of Mr. Brew-
ster's’ nomination was madée known,
Mr. Manson threw up his hat ‘in- glee,
and with a pencil jotted down on a
little note book the names of all the
Liberals who were out to knife Mr.
Brewster on acount of.  their, having
been defedted for the nomination. That
this was 'false’ could be readily seen
when it was seen that every aspirant
for the Liberal nomination was out
doing his best for the success of the
party’s nominee.

Mr. Aitken spoke at length on the
Liberal policy and was followed by C.
C. Barker, of Nanaimo, who likewise
gave attention to the government’'s po-
sition.

The Candidate.

Mr. Brewster was greeted with a
round of applause when he rose to
speak. Better terms was the first is-
sue dealt with by Mr. Brewstern, -wheo
criticised the actions in the matter of
Premier McBride, whom the speaker
termed as “The Big Gun,”. but whom
he called the “Big Jollier.”” The Prem-
ier, full of bluster, had gone to Ottawa
to look after British Columbia’s inter-
ests, but left the conference insulted
by the offer of a million dollars. Full
of bluster he was going to earry his
case to the foot of the throne. For
that little speech the Conservatives of
Victoria engaged all the brass bands
in the city to give the Premier a noisy
welcome.

Mr. Brewster attributed the prosper-
ity of the province to the fact that the
neighboring states of the union and
the Northwest Territories were going
ahead, which jn turn had its effect up-
on this province, and was not due to
any of the acts of the McBride gov-
ernment.

The immigration policy of the Do-
minion government, its bounty on lead
and other measures was the cause of
the unbounded prosperity throughout
the province. Surely, continued the
speaker, Mr. McBride would not take
credit for the big salmon run, yet the
Premier says, ‘“Look at the salmon in-
dustry.”

Financial Policy.

The action of the government in bor-
rowing a million dollars at the com-
mand of the bankers was severely criti-
cized by Mr. Brewster, his remarks be-
ing received with approval by all those
present. The government borrowed
$1,000,000 and paid 5 per cent., while
one-half of the amount was lying in
the bank drawing only 3 per cent. in-
terest. Mr. Macdonald, the Liberal
leader, had moved for a loan of half a
million, which would, have beep quite
sufficient, but Mr. Macdonald’s propo-
sition was turned down by the McBride
government.

The resignation of Bob Green was al-
so dealt with by the speaker in an elo-
guent manner, his words falling on at-
tentive ears. Machine politics was al-
so discussed, and the rantings of the
Conservative press in the matter was
turned against the MeBride govern-
ment when Mr. Brewster asked why
Mr. McKay had been taken froth the
Lands and Works department and
planted down in Kaslo to keep Rob
Green’s seaf warm. Ceould you find a
more open sample of machine rule than
that? remarked the speaker, amid ap-
plause.

Wild Land Tax.

Mr. Brewster’s remarks.-on the wild
land tax were very favorably received.
The speaker read the plank in Mr.
Macdonald’s platform dealing with the
matter. The stand of the Liberal party
on the question was stated as being the
right one in the interests of the peor
man.
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“I can prove” said Mr. Brewster,
“that this is being done in Alberni dis-

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i the country?”

in his closing remarks Mr. Brewster
announced to his hearers that he would
again address them before election day,
and he would be accompanied by Mr
MecInnes, who had found things so
rosy in the interior of the country that
he was coming back to the coast earlier
than he had intended, and finish the
campaign in the districts of the coast.

Mr. Brewster, in closing his speech,
appealed for the votes of his hearers
and closed his speech amid a hearty
round of applause.

With Officials of Tourist Association
Held Conference With Mayor
This Morning.

D. D. England, the landscape gard-
iner, of Winnipeg, who is in the city
at'present in company with the officers
of the local Tourist Association, con-
ferred with -Mayor Morley and a num-
ber of aldermen in the Mayor's cham-
ber this morning. Mr. England, under
the parks and cemetery board of Win-
nipeg, supervised the boulevards of
many of the streets of that city, and
prepared the plans for beautifying the
metropolis of the middle west.

The plan upcn which that board acts
was explained to the Victoria city
fathers by Mr. England.

The Parks’ Act passed by the Mani=
toba legislature may be invoked by any
municipality. This provides that the
boulevarding. of streets, the planting of
trees. seeding, etc.,, and the mainten-
ance' of the streets and cemetery shall
be governed by a board of nine, six of
whom are slected for three years, the
others being the Mayor with the chair-
man of the street and finance commit-
tees.

With Mr. England and the officers of
the ass n was Mr. John Arbuth-
rnott, the first chairman of
the board in Winnipeg, but who now
resides here.

As a result of this morning’s con-
ference, Messrs. England and Arbuth-
nott will meet the city council this
evening and explain the workings of
the Winnipeg system.
