This
has given rise to fears that the Turco-
Bulgarian, negotiations looking to a
settlement of the trouble that has
arisen from Bulgaria’s sudden declar-
atipn of independence have become
tugile. The government insists that the
negotiations have not been broken.
They have ‘only been interrupted to per-
mit the envoys to report adequately in
person. Since the beginning of the
crigfs neither state has transmitted any
mesgsages in cipher. M. Dimitroff has
been able to send. onl’y trasmentary
open - dispatches, :

Count Thurn, the diplomatic agont
here of Austria~Hungary had a iong
ccnference with M. Poprikoff. At ithe
conclusion of his talk, he said the
prospects were good in spite of this
hitch in the negotiations. It is the
opinjon of the count that Bulgaria
eventually will consent to pay a niod-
erate sum, about $12,000,000, to Turkcy
in lieu of tribute.

MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIPP,

Scheme, as Tried in Cleveland, Does
Not Meet Approval of Electorate.

Cleveland, Ohio, Oct. 23.—Complete
returns from every precinct in the city
in the referendum ¢lection of yester-
day show that the so-called security
street railway franchise advocated by
Mayor Tom L. Johnson was defeated
by 605 votes.

The total vote cast was 75.893 with
38,249 against the franchise.. As a re-
sult of the failure of the' people to ap-
1rove the grant, the entire street rail-
way system of the city will revert to
the Cleveland Railway Company. The
defeat of the franchise was doubtless
brought about- by what was held to he
the inadequate and unsatisfactory ser-
vice rendered by the Municipal Trac-
tion Company, the holding company
which operated the lines, on a three
cent basis. The rate of fare to be
charged by the Clevelangd railway will
not be announced until after a meet-
ing of the directors which is expected
tc take place today.
