Tt is a remarkable fact
that in almest every instance, if the
length of time the couples have been
married be added together and divided
by the total number of cases on the
page, the average will almost invari-
ably be five years. This is the case
throughout, and though the time that
married couples have lived together in
karmeny runs 21l the way from a few
days to slmost half a century im, some
instances, the average is five vears.
