ALDOUS V. HALL INE

Hor. Mr. Justice Walkem's Decision
in ‘the Case Tried at
Nelson.

Mr. Aldousg’ OClaim Dismissed With
Costs by His Lordship This
Morning.

In Aldous vs. Hall - Mines company
Mpr.. Jugtice Walkem this morning hand-
ed down his. judgment as follows:—

The plaintiff in this adverse claim isl

'I'he sounder, which is enclosed
in 2 hard rubber case, is very light, the

be used not only without the slightest
inconvenience to the operator, but much
to his comforti and advantage, relieving
i him " of -all unnecessary nerve and phys-
ical 'strain. It can be attached directly
to the main line{! where it acts as a''com-
bined: relay, amd sounder;: giving :all the
seryice of both without any. of the disad-
vantages and annoyances of a main line
sounder. ' “ g .
~ The mechanism of this' little -instru-
ment is ‘veryv simple, consisting of a set
of electro-magnets of from 2 to 150 ohms
resistance (according - to requirements);
An 'Ingenijous arrangement ol tie ariia-
tare’ and lever brings the former in ac-
tual contact with the poles of the mag-
nets-in such a manner as to double the
working forces of the armature.
