London, Oct. 11.—A rumor is current
that Mr. Conyngham Greene, the Brit-
ish diplomatic agent at Pretoria; has
been assassinated there.

Later.—The rumor that Mr. Greene
had been murdered is of doubtful origin
and is considered extremely improbable,
as it is believed that in obedience to or-
ders from the Imperial government Mr.
Greene had already left Pretoria, con-
fiding the care of British interests to
United States Consul Macrum.
