The total attendance as
shown by the above table was 69,784, or
1,288 less than in 1906 and 506 less than
in 1904. This, however, is hardly a fair
comparison, for in 1906, for instance,
season books of 29 non-transferable
tickets, allowing one to enter three
times each day were sold for one dollar
while this year a dollar only bought a
six ticket book, which were transfer-
able. It will be seen that in 1906 three
tickets of this kind only meant as much
to the exhibition, so far as money was
concerned, as one ticket this year.
Figured out according to the number
of season books disposed of, the differ-
ence amounts to several thousand.
Therefore in reality a record was es-
tablished this year so far as actual
paid admissions were concerned.

Mr. Lang visited Emerson, Man., and
Taber, Alba., as well as Winnipeg. At
Taber the coal mines, after being idle
for a year, were being reopened. The
real estate market, however, was very
dull.

In Winnipeg Mr. Lang dined with
“Ralph Connor,’”” Rev. Chas. Gordon,
and also met W. H. Trueman, formerly
of St. John, who is now pursuing a le-
gal business in Winnipeg. One thing
about the Winnipeg churches whch par-
ticularly struck him was the fact that
the summer seasoa did not cause a fall-
ing off in the number of persons attend-
ing the services.

On his return to St. John, Mr. Lang
heard Sir Wilfrid Laurier speak before
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion in Montreal. All along the route
between Winnipeg and Montreal dense
clouds of smoke from forest fires in
New Ontario were observable.

The congregations at St. Andrew’s
church yesterday were large. The
morning sermon was upon the subject,
“Living and Dead Churches.” In the
evening the sermon was upon “Tribu-
lation,” the text being, “We glory in
tribulation”—Romans 5; 7.
