His last words to Lis wife erer—

- Marie Jax and her father wént to
the cafe from their suburban home and
did not hear eof the catastrophe until
they stepped from their cab into the
establishment, which in the meantime
had been changed into a temporary
morgue for the dead and dying, taken
from the theatre,

One look into the cafe—and Marie
‘oppled over as if struck by a thunfer=-
bolt, When she recevered from hrain
fever her halr was white assnow, and
all remtembrance of the past had van-
ished frem her mipd, except the one
thing, that she rmust be at the cafe a¥
12 o'tleck to meet Hér husband. Of the
‘Ring themtre fire she never learned,
for, it in the colrse of yeéars anybody,
was ¢&rusl enough to tell her about it,
she &id not comprehend the informa<
tion.

Thanks to her mental affliction, the
poor womah never learfied that the
body of her hisband was found a.mo:j
‘dhe dead of the Ring theatre, with
arms around. the other woman.
