The list of those who have oocupled the
prophet's chamber in the old home is »
long one and includes some well known
names beside those of Baptist ministers,
Among them are those of Joseph Howe
and (Bir) Charles Tupper. Mr. Read
has had the privilege in his old age of
seeing & Baptist churoh organised in his
welghborhood and & bouse of wombip
ereoted where the Gospel s regularly
preached by a resident Buptist pastor,
