Canadian Coal Corporation,Mr. Howe, the son of the Postmaster General, 
began his career as the editor and proprietor of a news­
paper. and soon became engaged in a controversy with 
irresponsible governors and councils. Mr. Johnstone 
first appeared as the law officer of the crown. They 
became legislators at nearly the same time. Mr. Howe 
in th« assembly and Mr. Johnstone in the legislative 
council. When Mr. Howe was attacking the governor 
for his alleged arbitrary conduct, Mr, Johnstone was 
defending the constitutionality of his course, and insist­
ing that the privilege of self-government should be 
sought from the authorities at Westminster and not from 
their usent at Halifax. Dr. Saunders shows that 
while Mr. Howe was the leader of the reform agitation, 
Mr. Johnstone and Mr. Young were the Nova Beotia 
delegates who visited Lord Durham at Quebec, and 
laid before nim the claims of the constitutionalists in 
Nova Scotia. At this time Mr. Johnstone was the 
chief advisor of the governor, or premier, so far as 
that position could be said to exist. William Young 
and Joseph Howe were the active leaders of the ad­
vanced party. Young being the more moderate of the 
two. Dr. Saunders shows that Mr. Johnstone always 
supported the doctrine of responsible government, but 
Mr. Howe was the aggressive agitator, and will always 
have the honor of winning this battle. When it was 
won, ..ohnetone and Howe were members of the first 
responsible administration, the former as leader. For 
some years, or down to 1843, they worked together 
with great effectiveness, iho.’gh the solidarity of the 
cabinet was not then so complete as it is now supposed 
to be.

This year in the United States an 
egg laying contest on a much larger 
scale, the first in America, is to be 
held with upwards of 10,000 hens from 
the United States and Europe com­
peting.

In Montana an experimental station 
with a capacity of flOOO laying hens 
is to be established with the support 
of the National Government and un­
der direct assistance from the Agri­
cultural Department. At the station 
from time to time papers are to be 
read by students of this subject and 
in this way valuable information will 
be furnished to those engaged in the 
industry.

federation, but was Mr. Howe's chief opponent during 
his period of greatest activity,

Mr. Johnstone's long ministry closed With the de­
feat of his party by Mr. Howe in the election of 1847. 
The Liberals held office two terms. This was a 
period of railway agitation. Mr. Johnstone’s advanced 
ideas were shown by his introduction of resolutions in 
favor of an elective legislative council, and later when 
he Introduced the manhood suffrage bill, under which 
elections were run in 1855, 1859 and 18611, when manhood 
suffrage was restored. It was while the Liberals were 
iu power that Mr. Johnstone introduced his resolution 
of 1855 in favor of confederation, which Mr. llowe, then 
premier, discussed in a famous speech, that caused 
him much trouble afterwards. Mr. Johnstone did not 
change his ground, and his address is worthy of study 
on its merits as one of the earliest arguments made in 
any legislature on the union of the colonies. He failed 
in the effort to enact a prohibitory law, about the 
time of Mr. Tilley’s unfortunate success. When Mr. 
Johnstone next took office as leader iu 1857, he had 
as a colleague young Doctor Tupper, who was to suc­
ceed him in the leadership. Together they went into 
opposition in 1859, and came back to power in 1863. Mr. 
Johnstone was for the last time premier and attorney 
general at the beginning of the last legislature before 
Confederation. He was the leader when the free school 
system was Introduced. Before the question of con­
federation had become a live issue, he. had retired from 
political to begome Judge in equity. But be seconded the 
vote of thanks omved by Mr. Howe to D’Arcy McGee 
after his Confederation lecture in 1863. He was over 
seventy when be became a Judge. Less than ten years 
after, he was appointed lieutenant governor of bis prov­
ince, In succession to his old opponent. Mr, Howe, who 
had died a few weeks after his accession. Judge John­
stone did not live to enter upon these duties, but died 
iu England In 1873.
