In the
House on March 7, 8ir Wilfrid Laurier
said the arrangement had been enter-
ed into simply for the purpose of en-
abling the Canadian farmers to get
bétter prices for their products. On
April 7 Charles Murphy, secretary of
state, made @ speech in which he sald
that the convention was & poor man
agreement, and that the basis of it
was the desire to cheapen the food
of the working man.
“Hugh Guthrie, speaking on the hus-
tings sald reciprocity would improve
the prices recelved by farmers for
their products all over the country.
Then Mr. O'Donoghue, & Liberal organ-
izer for Ontario, published a long doc-
ument in which he contended that the
workingmen would get his food cheap-
er by the amount of the duties taken
off food products entering from the
United States. Now, how is the farm-
er going to get better prices unless
there is a demand for food products
from the United States, and if there
is a demand from the United States,
how is the workingman going to get
cheaper focd when the foodstuffs will
go out of the country? Again, how (s
the workingman going to get cheaper
foodstuffs unless produce comes in
from the States, and if the city work-
ingman buys his foodstuffs from the
States, how is the Canadian farmer
going to get better prices for what he
sells. All the arguments of the Liber-
al leaders regarding the effects of
reciprocity, put them on the horns of
a dilemma.”
Leads to Annexation.

In reply to other questions Mr.
Jamieson said he was not opposed
to freer trade between Canada and
the United States, but thought that
if either mation wanted to buy more
from the other it should reduce its
tariff on its account, and without ref-
erence to what the other nation did.
“Sir Wilfrid in 1901,” he added,
“gaid that in his opinion it was the
part of wisdom and statesmanship
in Canada to have as little as possible
to do with the United States in re-
gard to fiscal matters. Why then has
he changed his mind and determined
to link the fiscal policy of Canada
with that of the United States?
“It is idle to say that we can with-
draw from this agreement at any
time. The United States would hold
the whip hand as soon as the agree-
ment was consummated. If it worked
to the disadvantage of the United
States the Washington government
could abrogate it, because anything
we might do in the way of retaliation
would not hurt the Americans a great
deal, and for the sake of maintaining
friendly relations between the Repub-
lic and the Empire we would not at-
tempt any strong measure of retalia-
tion. But if the Americans wanted
to maintain the convention, and the
Canadians wanted to get out of it, the
situation would be reversed. The
Americans have always got the
better of Canada, and if we abrogated
the agreement they would retaliate
by raising the duties all around, and
this would, at any rate, injure quite
a mnumber of Canadian interests
which now trade with the United
States; and if the Liberal predictions
in regard to reciprocity are correct
we would have become so dependent
on the Canadian market that it would
be impossible for Canada to withdraw.

“And it s well to bear In mind
that the leading American statesmen
openly express the view that reciproc-
ity is a step towards snnexation.”
