With the opening of the big game sea-
son today there is every indication that,
Juoose, deer and caribou will be more plea-
tiful than for many years and judging from
the great number of inqnir/ies received by
one local vendor of licenses, there will be
a rush to take out the necessary permits.
F. W. Noble, who looks after the clerical
work for Joseph Noble, the vender for St.
John, said last night that a splendid season
was looked for. The excellent reports they
had received of the big game was, he said,
accounted for in a large measure by the
fact that last season was very wet and it
was difficult, if not impossible, to get into
the woods. As a consequence the stately
moose and his fellows of the forest did not
to any extent fall a prey to the hunters’
rifle. The game resorts in close proximity
are well stocked, according to reports Mr.
Nobles has received. Mispec, Loch Lo-
mond, at the hcad of the big lake, and

Golden Grove have lots of deer and not a
few moose. Few if any caribou are foundl
in this vicinity and the huntsman has to|
80 up north to the Canaan woods or about'
Newcastle. Moose also will be found-more |
abundantly there. Almost altogether local
licenses are sold here, as hunters from the
United States go to Fredericton or New-
castle for their licenses. Then they go in-
to the woods from those points. The local
license is but $2, while the man with the
sportive instinct from the American side
of the line has to pay $50.

A STATESMAN'S - MONUMENT

(Toronto Globe).

Among the statesmen whose memory the
people of the Dominion of Canada hold in
Ligh esteem a place will be permanently
assigned to the late Sir Leonard Tilley.
It was every way fitting that his claim
to public regard should be recognized by
the people of the province of New Bruns-
wick, .to the service of ‘which a very large
proportion of his life was assiduously and
usefully devoted. The monument, design-
ed to commemorate his public career, has
been appropriately erected in ‘the very
heart of the city of St. John, which was
his home, and on a spot close to the place
where he carried on a successful private
business before he entered public life,

In 1851 at the age of thirty-three, he be-
came a member of the New Brunswick
Legislature as a protectionist Liberal, and

he retained his seat almost - continucusly
until Confederation, when he entered the
first Canadian House of Commons as" a
member of the first Macdonald ministry.
When it retired from office in 1873 he be-
came lieutenant-governor of his own prov-
ince, but he returned to his former seat!
and portfolio in 1878. Failing health caused
his permanent retirement from parliament,
and he filled the position of lieutenant-
governor from 1885 till his death in 1893.
Sir Leonard’s reputation stands high
among public men for his consistent sup-
port of prohibition even when it was most
unpopular, and for his freedom from all
suspicion of the use of corrupt means to
maintain himself in political life. Moral
courage and administrative purity are|
characteristics worthy of being commemor-
ated by a noble monument.
