Mr. John Bovd"- 'I;itemry Rccord.

Under the impression that some facts
and figures with regard to Mr. John
Boyd's Lectures and Readings, will be of
no less interest to the readers of the
Maritime Monthly than himself, the Editor
indulges in the following review: Mr.
Boyd’s first public address was to the
Young Men’s Temperance Association, in
the Mechanics® Ipstitate, in 1847, at the
close of which, many now numbered
among our leadiagbusiness men, became
members of the Society. Hissecond lec-
tire was on “ The Claims of Seamen for
Homes Ashore,” which was tollowed.
from year to year, by other lectures in
the courses of the Mechanics’ Institute,
Y. M. C. A, etc. For many years Mr.
Boyd presided at the weekly meetings of
the Young Men’s Early Closing Associa-;
tion, which were enlivened Dby debates,

mock trials, etc., and which are held in
liappy remembrance by many of our .citi-
zens.

At the request of an old school-fellow,
Hon. 8. N. Stockwell, editor of the Boston'

- Journal, Mr. Boyd wrote tor that paper,
from 1850 to 1868, a series of letters from
abroad, embracing his impressions of
men and things in Europe, which were
widely copied and eyoked much com
ment. In 1857 he contributed several
papers on “Emigration to New Bruus-
wick” to the Glasgow Examiner, then un-
der the editorship of Dr. Smith, and iy
1858 an article from his pen on “ Rail-
‘ways in New Brunswick,” pointing out

“ the necessity of, and mode of connections
westward and northward, was anani-

“mously adopted by the Chamber of Com-
merce, and five thousand copies in pam |
phlet form were published by the Coun-
cil for genecral circulation.

Mr. was appointed a delegate to
the International Board of Trade, which
held its meetings at Detroit in 1867, and,
was one of the three Colonjsts designated
to speak before that body—Hon. Joseph
Howe on the Fisheries, Hon. Mr. Skead

_ on Intercommunication, and Mr Boyd on
the Maritime Interests of British North
America. Mr. Howe was the first to
8 , and the impression made being
most favorable, Mr. Skead and Mr. Boyd
urged the Committee to take the vote
without further remerk. .

In 1871, he was appointed Arbitrator
by the Dominion Government to settle
matters in dispute between the Dominion}
and the Province of Nova Scotia, which
duty, in conjunction with Mr. James
Duffasof N. S., and Mr. Wm. Heard of

_P. E. 1., was performed in such a man-
ner as to recejve the cordial approba-
tion of both governments. .

Mr. Boyd has persistently declined all
overtures to enter upon public political
%ife, and refused offers of appointment to
the Legislative Council of this Province,
and the Dominion Senate, preferring to
work outside and with the people. He
took an active part by speech and pen in
effecting the great political ehanges of
the past few years, and has always been
a writer and a speaker on most of the
public questions of the time. Though
most widely known as a speaker, aside
from the papers we have enumerated,
Mr. Boyd has written several short
poems of considerable merit, among
which our readers may remember “The
Death of Argyle,” “That they all may
be one,” ‘“‘Love U nchangeable.” ““Nellie’s
Wedding,” “True Pleasures,” “Pota-
foes,” apd several political squibs in
rhyme, which were felt ‘long after their
publication by those whom they fitted.

Mr. Boyd's Lectures have been deliver-
ed in New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, some
parts of the United States, and England,
and in nocase Yor a pecuniary considera-
tion; they have been delivered for the
benefit of Literary and Educational Insti®]
tutions, Libraries, Churches, public and
private charities, and their titles and
proceeds are :

It is weak for a pub-
lic journal—supposed to reflect the char-
acter and opinions of the present Domin-
jon Government—to adept & flippant
style in alluding to the retirement, of Mr.
Isaac Burpee from the firm of I. & F.
Burpee, of St.John, N. B. In Eungland
every precedent under .the constitution
was strongly against Mr. Burpee holdihg
the office of Minister of Customs;while in
Canada Mr. Baldwin refused to appoint
Malcolm Cameron te the Crown Lands
because he was indirectly connected with
the lumbgr-interests.. The retirement of
Mr. Burpes from business is certainly
proof positive that the ground assumed
by us was tepable, and that the comstitu-
tional points were such as should have
been respected when Mr. Mackenzie first
tormed his combination. In fact, strictly
speaking, it is wrong for Mr. Burpee to
remain at the head of the Customs De-
partment even now, for his retirement
cannot possibly be of such a character
as to constitute him -a_ disinterested
party—more particularly now that his
own brother and relatives continue &
branch of business directly connected
with the Customs of the Dominion. We
can ‘but hope, however, that as Mr.
Burpee possesses much practical know-
ledge and is a careful observer, that he
will endeavor to forget personal interests
in the one great aim of promoting the
progress of the Dominjon and the welfare
of the people. It would have been farbet-
ter,however,had he resigned his position
of Minister of Customs ard an exchange
of portfolios taken place; the public
would then have had faith in the honesty
and uprightness of his motives and con-
fided in his honor.
