A few
days after making the remark, the Fish-
kill Standard asserts, the divine received
fourteen loaves of bread, with the com-
pliments of fourteen young ladies of his
congregation.

that the owner shall be liable for damages.

A man named John Sullivan, who com-
mitted a rape on a little girl five years
old, daughtér of Mr. Robert Crawford of
Guelph, Ont., was found guilty and sent-
enced to be hanged'on the 25th of June.

The trial of John Kiely, for the wilful
murder of Mary Slattery,was commenced
in Halifax at 10 o’clock on Saturday, and
continued all day. After an hour's ab-
sence, the jury returned witha verdict of
siguilty of manslaughter.”

A Frenchman, recently brought to book
for breaking an engagement, pleaded in
defence that the would-be bride had first
passed hersclf off as 2§ years old, after-
ward owned up to 26, and he had finally
found out that she was, in reality, 82.
Verdict for the defendant.

The following colloguy occurred in an
English divorce case: Mr. Sergeant Tin-
dal—*He treated her very kindly, did he
not?” Atkinson—*‘Oh, ycs, very; he
kissed her several times.” Mr. Sergeant
Tindal—*“And how did she treat him?”
Atkinson—Well, she rectaliated.”

Intelligence has reached Constantino-
ple, that a famine prevails in Asia Minor,

‘and thiat many persons are starving. It

is stated that in the town of Angora alone
one hundred deaths occurred daily from
starvation. The river Tigris is again
swollen by heavy rains,and further floods
are apprehended.

Another week of this strike has endec,
and the enforced idleness of 23,000
miners and iron workers, and the like,
to which it led continues. So vast a
displacement of labor over sc¢ small an
area as one of our midland coun-
ties is a matter of much gravity to the
place, and its effects will be but little
short of serious depression to the rest of
the country. 'The scene presented by a
tour through the Black Country was one
to cause a painful impression.—ZLondon
News, 13th.

The London Post, in an editorial on
the subject of American finances, remarks
that the hopes of a complete victory in
the next Presidential election entertained
by the inflationists. or, properly speak-
ing, the repudiationists, are melancholly
to contemplate. Should they be realized,
then the Declara ion of Independence
would be celebrated by a declaration of
independence of common honesty, The
most ominous feature is that the siruggle
is sharply defined by geagraphical limits,

and threaténs to become sectional like
t1€ anti-slavery couvesu.

The ancient Jesuit barracks at Qucbco B

are about to be demolished, and new
legislative buildings erected .in the sitc.

The buildings- were originally a Jesuit
college, and the property was fescheated
to the crown at the conquest, the order
having been abolished by the Sovereign
Pontid. Their occupation as barracks by
Briush troops accoants for the word
Jesuit being used to qualify the barracks.
The Jesuits, after the resuscitation of the
Order, have several times reclaimed this
praperty, oun one .precedent or another,
the last time during the late session of
the Qucbec Legislatare, but always with-
out success. . The erection of ‘legislative
buildings on the site will probably pre-
vent the renewal of & .claim which they
will then lose all hope of making good.

The mother gazed on
the corpse with haggard eyes, and then
clasped it to her breast with despair, and
for a few moments her whole body was
convulsed. Sunddenly she fell to the
ground as if struck by lightning, and,

when recovered from her swoon, she had
become insane,

Kentucky Justice.
The fondness which the citizens of

“| Kentucky have for executing the demands

of justice in cases where the cour:s ar:
thought to have erred on the side of
leniency, is truly surprising to contem-
plate. An instance of this exhibition of
popular teeling is found in the manuer in
which the citizens of Taylorsville dis-
posed of thé case of Ed. Shields, who
had been fouhd guilty of various heinous
offences and sentenced to twenty years’

confinement in the penitentiary. This
disposition of the case was not at all
consonant with the views of the citizens,
and accordingly when the Sheriff under-
took to convey the prisoner from the
court-room to the jail there was great
excitement. The prisoner, mounted on
a horse, started off betwcen two mount-
ed guards, but they had gone only a short
distance when they found themselves
pursued by a band of thirty men, all
mounted and armed with shot guns.

The citizens soon overtook the prisoncr
and after considerable skirmishing Shiclds
and his guards were separated, and in a
twinkling the body of the prisoner was
suspended by the neck from a cross-beam
in the nearest bridge. Hardly less excit-|asso
ing was the scene witnessed in the Hawes-
ville, Ky., court room last week. On the
docket stood the case of Laura Moorman
vs. Eldred Bruner, an action for slander,
damages laid at $20,000. Eighty witnes-
ses were summoued, among whom was
one Terrell, who, upon being called upon
to testify to the truth of the defendant’s
allegations, 'was promptly faced by the
two btonhers ot the slandered maid, one
of whom undertook to shoot the deﬁ,nd-
ant, while the other brother popped point
blank at the witness with his fists. A
general serimmage followed, and-although
forty shots were fired and the court-room
enveloped in a cloud of dust, nobody was
hurt and the case was continucd.

favour of the side to which he has lent
his sword. The conscrvatism of the
Freuch papers of the Province of Quebec
is of the most antique type, where
foreign politics are in question; nothing

less than the universal restoration of}

the discarded royal families of France
and Spain will satisfy their aspirations.
In these days of Arbitration, however, it
behoves us, as a country, to take heed to
our ways, and we may suggest to our
Government that it would be unpleasant,
if a convention, sitting at Geneva or else-
where were to adjudicate Canada guilty of
culpab.e earelessuess inullowing efiicient
assistance to be sent to the enemies of a
friendly power. We can only hope that,
in that case,if the verdict is given against
us, the damages in which we are mulcted
will not exceed the amount of aid which
the cause of Don Carlos will have received
trom our expeditionary force.—The Na-
gon.
