the Holy Ghost. We receive the Holy
t with all bis gifts. The Fathers
eslled this sacrament by various names—
the im n of Ha the Sacrament
oly Chrism, the sign by which the
Holy Ghost 1s received, the Seal
of the Lord, the Spiritual Seal It
is mow universally called Confirmation,
“hesause,” as the Council of Treot says,
it fortifes and perfocts the mew life
whieh the grace of Jesus Christ commauni-
m» in Baptsm.” Woe are only

onr Saviour ::“ cracified they conceal
themasslves in & room, the least commo
sisn om the strests slarms them, they are
seembling with foar of the Jews, their
zetzeat s od; and yet they deatly
loved Ou"rl ~ IlJld h.:“ln t:t; Last
Sep th Him, 8t. John leaned upon
-.U.'.m. three of them were with &:m
in Gothsemane duriug His agony. All of
them loved Him, but se yet they were
ealy children, weak and timid a« children.
On the day of Pentecost the Holy Gbost
deseends upon them in the form of
tongues of fire. They are now confirmed
‘What a transformation ! They rush into
the srowded streets of Jerusalem.  They
reseh Christ crucified before thounsands.
Ehay tell the Jews that Jesus, whom they
murdered, was the Messiah long promiscd
1o their fathers, and that through Him
alone could they be saved, Prizons and
chaims and death awsit them, but they
have no terrors for them. They conslder
it the highest honor to suffer for thelr
Divine Master. What brought about this
change ! The Holy Ghost, whom they
reesived in Coufirmation.

In resding the Acts of the Apostles you
will observe how the Apostles undertook
long and difficult journeys to adminiater
this eacrament to the mnewly bapiized,
aspecially to those who were exposed to
persecution, To this sacrament the mar
tyrs owed their courage, to this sacrament
the Doctors of the Church owed their
wiedom, We speak about the genius of
St, Auguetine and St. Thomas Aquinas,
but their wonderful ecience is wnot so
much the result of genius as of interior
{llumination given them by the sacrament
of Confirmation.

The matter of the sacrament of Confir
mation is the holy chrism, s mixture of
olive oil and balm, solemnly bleesed by
the Bishop on Holy Tharsday. “The word
chrism,” eays Pope Eugene IV, ‘isa
term employed by the Greeks to exprees
every kind of perfume, but in ecclesias
tleal authors it means a composition of
oii and balm, blessed by the Bishop. These
two things show by their mixture the
diversity of the gifis of the Holy Ghost
which are communicated to ue by Confir-
mation, and also the special excellence of
the sacrament.,” Oil is the symbol of
aweetness and strength, “Confirmation,”
says St. Thomas Aquinas, ‘‘gives us the
plentitude of the Holy Ghost communi-
oating to us the plenitude of spiritual
strength befitting » perfect age.  When
man arrives at & perfect sge he begine to
dispose of that which he has received ;
antil thep, he lives only for himself. The
grace of the Holy Ghost Is therefore
zepresented by ofl, which spreads with
great facllity.” Balm is remarkable for
its perfume, and represents the odor of
good examyle. When we recelve the
sacrament of Confirmation we put en the
two-fold character of Our Saviour, who is
called the Lamb of God and the Lion of
the Tribe of Judea. When we reciive
his eacrament, we may say with St. Paul :
“We are the good odor of Jesus Christ.”
See how this is illustrated in the lives of
the saints. St. Francis de Sales tells us
that his great natural defect was prone-
mess to anger.  After diligent preparation,
he recelved Confirmation in the college
at Annecy. Hebecame an angel of aweet -
nese, and at the ssme time a tower of
strepgth against the heretics of hie day.
Ten times attempts were made agalnst bis
life. Strength and sweetness never faiied
him., The odor of bis sanctity made vir-
tue loved. He converted thousands to
the true Faith. Even to-day his writings
make plety Fo ular. These gifts were
the effecta 0 pfirmation, The form
of the sacrament is the words used by the
Bishop . “I sign thee with the sign of the
<roes, I confirm thee with the chrism of
salvation in the name of the Father and
of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.”

Confirmation is not necessary for salva-
tion in the same way that Baptism fis
neeessary. Nobody, not even an infant,

dying without baptiem, will be saved. 1t
15 necessary &s & means of gaining eternal
life. Confirmation is not neceseary in this
way, but for adulta it I» necessary in virtue
of a precept. If 1tisimpoesible or very
difoult—as sometimes bappens in mis
slonary countries and during timee of war
—to receive it, then it is not neceesary;
but for Christians who can eaally receive
1t, there 1a not the slightest doubt thata
mortal sin is committed when they omit
receiving it through contempt or negli-
gence, Itis the teaching of Oatholic
theology that adults are bound, under
pain of mortal ein, to receive Confirma-
tion, In virtue of both & divine and ecclesi-
astionl law. Persone living In a city who
are of a competent age, and who have not
yet been confirmed, sin grievously if they
do not present themselves to the Blshop
the firet time he administers Confir
mation, The same may be eaid of those
who live far from the eplscopal clty, if
they do not present themselves for thia
sacrament when the Bishop visits the dis-

wict.

God wishes that we should make use
of all the helps we need for our salvation,
therefore it is againet the will of God to
nmegleot euch & powerful help to salvation
at the sacrament of Oonfirmation, Bene-
dict XIV. orders all Bishops to warn
these who have mot been confirmed that

they are guilty of grievoussin by negleet-
ing to recelve tbis sacrament wheu they
can Dear friends, now that faith and
plety are subjected to so many and dan
gerous attacks, if there be avy among you
who have mot yet been confirmed, make
no delay; prepare at once to receive it;
let all of us be zeslous in properly pre-
paring the children for the greatsacrament
that makes strong and perfect Chrlatians
and soldiers of Jesus Christ,
