PLAYING CARDS.

“This amusement is
very fascinating and ensnaring; those who
know how to play being readily led into gamb-
ling—something is put up at stake, just fo
make the game interesting. Then how much
precious time is d at this useless re-
creation | When cards were the rage in Eng-
land, it was said, ‘‘ Cards were made to please
a royal fool, and they bid fair to make_fools of
us all.” As to gambling we consider it a dam-
ning vice ; and too much care cannot be taken
to keep young per:ons from being drawn into
that terrible maelstrom. We are amazed that
any Christian parents should tolerate card-
playing in their families. Pastors should warn
them ot the great risk which they run by so do-
ing, and implore them to give no couatenance
to any amusements so fraught 'witb danger.
Those who will not heed the kind and judicious
counsels of their pastors, will be very likely to
proceed from things of questionable prepriety
to such as are unquestionably bad, and which,
in the opinion of all men, will exclude those
who are guilty of them from the kingdom of
grace and of glory. Take care of tha begin-
nings. Let pastors be on the alert to warn
their people from all such questionable- amuse-
ment as cards  ancing, €tc., even in their |
most. innocent forms—Ilet them be prudent, but
firm, in their administration of Discipline in
all its stages, warning, censure, expulsion—
the last being resorted to when nothing else
will. Remember, an ounce of prevention
is worth a pound of cure.—Nashville Advo-
cate.

1f the arnica is not resorted to un-
til there is actual pain the cure may not be so
speedy, but it is just as certain. If one appli-
cation of the arnica does not effect a cure it
will be necessary to repeat it, it may be seve-
ral times. It is a sure preventative ot gathering
in the ear, which is the usual cause of ear-
ache.

We have oever yct known any harm or seri-
i to attend this use of arnica ;
though if the spirits with which it is made are
very strong it ma) be diluted with a little wa-
ter, as the spirits—not the arnica—will some-
times case a temporary dizziness of the head
which is unpleasant.— Anon.
