Dr. Cramp and the Legislature,
Instead of appearing at the Bar of the House 

of Assembly, to address Members on the subject 
of a Prohibitory Law, the lje\. Dr. Cramp, G. 
W. P., held a Meeting at Temperance Hall on 
Thursday last, which Members of the House and 
Legislative Council were invited to attend.— 
The decision of the House in granting leave for 
such an Address, showed a disposition to treat 
the G. \V, 1*. with the utmost respect, as well as 
to .hear argumen's in favour of an anti-liquor 
law. \\hen this intention was abandoned, and 
a more unobtrusive measure was adopted, that 
disposition was still made manifest, if we are to 
judge from the numbers of both Houses who 
attended at the Hall.

This is a new phase in the history of the Tem­
perance movement in this Province, which we 
hail with no little delight, as a significant sign of 
the times. Whether all who listened were con­
vinced of the expediency and necessity of such 
a law, by the able, argumentative, and interest­
ing Lecture, we cannot say ; but there is 'no 
doubt that some, who may not hitherto have re­
garded the measure favourably, will be led to 
thoughtful examination, and peradventure to a 
right conclusion. The friends of such a law 
will be the more encouraged to persevere in their 
efforts to secure for Nova Scotia a law similar to 
that which has elevated the State of Maine, from 
Ibe fact, that so many Legislators of different

Provincial Temperance Conven­
tion.

A review ot the proceedings of the Provincial 
Convention, held in this City on Wednesday and 
Thursday last, and of the public meetings in con­
nection iherewith, must, we are persuaded, affoi d 
to all the friends of Temperance who were con­
vened on this occasion a very great degree ol 
satisfaction. The results, we are sure, cannot 
but prove highly beneficial to the great cause 
intended to be advanced. Several times as we 
gazed upon thé Ueo hundred delegates assembled 
in Convention, we were filled with pleasure at 
the sight presented. Jt was a sight worthy ol 
remembrance. So many fine-looking, bonest- 
heirted men, gathered from [all sections of the 
Province,—and for what object ? Not for per­
sonal or party purposes,—not for gain, or to 
gratify a vain ambition, but to promote the pub­
lic good,—to advance a cause cloeelv identified 
with tbe general prosperity ot the country, and 

[ with the best interests of their fellow men, in 
I every relation of life,—a cause which aims at 
the salvation of the poor drunkard by energetic- 
efforts for his reformation, and by removing be­
yond his reach the accursed bowl, tbe temptation 
to which he has not the moVal strength to resist, 
as well as to save from the fascinations of strong 
drink, by putting that evil entirely out of the 
way, tbe many who would otherwise be ensnar­
ed thereby.

The proceedings of tk'e .Convention will be 
given next week, we may now but observe that 
the attention of the Convention was occupied 
mainly by tbe main question of a Prohibitory 
Law,—carefully examining the several clauses 
and provisions of the Bill which had been pre­
pared, and making such amendments as were 
necessary for the efficient working of the Law, 
and as best commended themselvez to the judg- 

] ment of the assembled temperance wisdom ol 
| Nova Scotia. ' One question which engaged ear 
j nest attention was, whether the importation of 
1 liquor intended for private use should be altow- J ed, or whether the article should be altogether 
prohibited except for mechanical or medicinal 
purposes. The latter was found to be the all 
but unaniigoiri voice of the Convention. Another 
question ifl connection with which great difficul­
ty was found to exist, was so to guard the per­
mission to sell for the above purposes, as to pre­
vent the opening of a door for the evasion of the 
intention and spirit of the law, and also to with­
draw as far as possible from tbe vendor the 
temptation to increase the amount of his sales. 
A committee was appointed to examine these 
points, who gave to them their careful consider­
ation, and whose report, as well as the sugges­
tions of several brethren were referred to a 
Committee appointed to perfect the details and 
to watch the progress of the Bill. Various re­
solutions bearing on the progress of the cause 
were passed, and the Convention closed on 
Thursday evening, having been marked through­
out by unanimity of sentiment, and most happy 
agreement of feeling. A more pleasing meeting, 
of tbe kind we never witnessed.

A public meeting was held on Wednesday 
evening, which was addressed by Ihe Rev. Dr. 
Cramp, who occupied the chair, and also by the 
General Agent, Mr. Johnson. We last week 
announced that Dr. Cramp was to be beard at 
tbe Bar of the House during tbe sitting of the 
Convention. Upon a consideration of the mat­
ter it was concluded best to waive the privilege 
accorded, and instead thereof to invite both 
branches of the Legislature to bear Dr. Cramp 
at a public meeting in the Hall at 12 o'clock on 
1 hursllay. This decision there was no reason 
afterwards to regret. At the appointed hour 
there was a large gathering of the members of 
the Legislature, and also a good attendance of 
respectable citizens, who listened with deep at­
tention, tor nearly an hour and a half, to a mas 
terly and telling address from tbe Rev. Doctor. 
No temperance man present but must have felt 
that Temperance bad attained that day a proud­
er position in Nova Scotia than it had ever pre­
viously occupied.—Athena uni.
