"absence of any Arbitrator for the Province of Quebec, being contested by the Province
"of Quebec; and the Government of Canada having come to the conclusion not to act
"on such award until its validity shall have been determined by a competent judicial
"tribunal, this House refrains from expressing an opinion on the award so rendered," be
left out, and the words " the division of the excess of debt of the former Province of
" Canada, over and above the sum of $62,500,000 assigned to the Dominion of
