hereby convoking, and b y these presents enjoining you, and each of you, on the
TWENTY•EIOHTU day of the month of NovEimEa next, to meet Us in Our Parliament
of Canada, at our City of OTTAWA, there to take into consideration the state and
welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada, and therein to do as may seem necessary.
HEREIN FAIL NOT.

IN TEsTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Our Letters to be made Patent,
and the Great Sèal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS, Our
Right Trusty and Well-Beloved Councillor Sir JoHN DOUGLAS
SUTHERLAND CAMPBELL, (commonly callod the Marquis of Iorne),
Knight of Our Most Ancient and Most Noble Order of the Thistle,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Michael
and Saint George, Governor General of Canada, and Vice-Admiral
of the same, &c., &c., &c. At Our Government House, in Our City
of OTTAWA, this SEVENTEENTH day of OcToBEa, in the year of Our
Lord One thousand eight hundred and seventy-nine, and in the
