These devotiona
and maximes and precepts are coliected
from the Scriptures and found In the
prayer-books, which are generally written
by eaints, and eome of them by, indeed,
great salnts, Thus Catholics have the
scriptures in thelr prayer books Another
form of prayer by which the Cathollc 1s
ever reminded of the chief events and
mysteries contalned in the gospels 1s the
Holy Rosary, or *beads.” Fifieen prin-
cipal events of our Lord’s life, death and
resurrection are here recalled to mind by
every omne using them. Nor are they
cousidered as merely historical events by
Catbolics. They enter into our lives and
{nfluence our thoughts aud tc:ions,
