The elegction will be held under
conditions new to the nation.:Plan$
had been made for it long ‘before.
In the heat of four years .of war,
when the empire was -hanging in the
balance, a number of important leg-
islative measures were enacted by
Parliament, including the. latest re-
form bill. Through this- measure
the electorate has been about dou-
bled in number. Women will vote
for the first time, almost, if not
quite, on at equality with men; and
the latter will vote more freely as
a result of the abelition of former
restrictions. The army will also vote
by proxy. The men who fought and
stressed will have a say in the elee-
tions and the new-government. The
~lection ‘will be held all on one day
instead of on different days, a week
or two apart as formerly, from Lon-
don to Johnny O’Groats, acéerding
to the distance from the seat of gov-
ernment. ‘A borough close to West-
minster would have its election over
days before a district in the extreme
north could call one, in the old re-
gime. This omne-day election pre-
vents the “plural vote” of the land-
cwning class.

It has been determined already
that the Lloyd «George government
shall stand together-—a coalition
wovernment of Liberal, Unionist and
Labor-—at the election, and if suc
cessful, “ for, the reconstruction per—
iod. The home party government is
Feeping clear of partisanship in war
«nd in peace, wuntil ‘normal ¢ondi-
tions are restored. 'Conservative and
Radieal will ‘stand or fall together
this time.

Mr. Balfour will uphold the gov-
ernment on the hustings; so will Mr.:
Coyne, Laborite, a member of the ad-
ministration. Lord €urzon and Win-
ston Churchill’ will speak from the
same plattorm

The issue i§ not war—it is war re-
construction; and this means fto
Lloyd George, ' reconstruction of
Eurppe and of'Great Britain. .

_cenly he appeared at a conference

of the Liberal party léaders and ex-
plained: broadly the ‘policies of the
