HIS DEATH IN RIVER

Dropped 2,000 Feet
Into the Passiac

Drowned Before Terrore
Stricken Spectators Could
Aid Him

NEW YORK, May 3l.—Entangled i
the “folds of a large American flag,
which he had waved as he made 8
parachute drop of 2,000 feet from g
balloon at Hiliside Park, near Passaiq,
N..J., late today, Frederick L. Wood,
an eighteenwyegr-old aeronaut, whaos¢
home was in New Havén, .Comn., feil
helpless -into the Paasaic River, near
Nutley, and was drowned ‘before aid
coild reach him. Up to a léte houe
tonight, his body had not been recove
ered.

" Wood mdde his ascenston at five
o'clock this afternoon and a thousand
persons cheered as the big balloon rose
from Hillside Park, an amusement re-
sort, bearing the youthful aeronaut,
who sat on the horizontal bar of the
parachute. Ag the balloon rose, Wood
unfolded the flag which he waved ta
the . cheerirfy hundreds far below. A
Fentle northeast breeze-soon carried
the balloon and -the aeromaut out of
slght of the spectators- .

Near Nutley the -balloon -had  risenm
to a height estimated at 2,000 feet and
Wood decided  to descend. - ‘Cutting
loose the rope which held tlte parachute
to the balloon and clutéhing the ropes
of the parachute, Wood started downe
ward, The parachute began to open
and at g moderate speed, he began
his Jong descent. Stores of people in
Nutley watched the aeronaut as he stil
