A Sed of Flarde.—There exists on the 
right of the railway from Cracow to Czes­
tochowa, a large peat-ground which has 
not yet been worked, 'and part of which 
lies on the surface, whilst the rest 
below an immense forest. Some sparks 
from a locomotive engine were blown in 
that direction, and fell on the peat, on the 
surface, which had been dried by the heat 
of the weather. Innumerable small blu­
ish flames were soon afterwards seen 
playing about on the spot, but the inhabi­
tants of the neighborhood paid little or no 
attention to them. Â few days after, the 
ground in the forest was found to be very 
warm, and some rumbling and crackling 
noises were heard. Several large trees 
fell as if cut down with an axe, and the 
leaves of others withered? As it 
turally considered that a subterranean fire 
must be burning under the forest, the offi­
cers charged with the inspection of it 
caused large trenches to be cut. This 
conjecture turned out to be well founded ; 
for the fire soon afterwards burst forth, 
and has for twelve days continued its ra­
vages. The forest presents the appear­
ance of a vast sea of flame, which is every 
day extending. The' country round, to 
the extent of six leagues, is perfectly il­
luminated, and it has been found impossi­
ble to stop the progress of the fire.—Let­
ter from Poland.

ground, and a stage is erected around it for the 
axe-men who are employed in levelling it. A 
sufficient number of trees being felled to occupy 
the gang during the season, they 
opening roads to the nearest river, which operation 
usually amounts to two-thirds of the labor and 
expense of bringing the mahogany to a plaee of 
shipment. If the trees are much dispersed 
miles of road and many bridges ai o made towardi 
them. The roads being cleared of all brushwood, 
hoes, pickaxes and sledge ham mere are requirred 
to level down the hillocks and break the rocks, 
and loosen Ills stumps which impede the wheeled, 
trucks on which the logs are carried. The roads 
being formed generally by the end of December, 
the cross cutting, as it is called, commences ; and 
when the sawing is completed, the logs are placed 
in whatever position will admit of the largest 
square being formed according to the shape which 
the end of each log presents. They are then re­
duced, by means of the axe, from the round or na­
tural form, into the square ; although some of the 
smaller logs are brought out in the round, yet, 
with the larger descrip'ions, the making them 
square is essential, not only to lessen their weight, 
but also to prevent their rolling on the truck or 
carriage. In the month of March all the prepara­
tions before described are, or ought to be, com­
pleted. This is the dry season, or tiine for d 
lug the logs from tho place of their growth to the 
river. This can only bo carried oil in the months 
of April and May, the ground for all the rest of 
the year being loo soft tor heavily-laden trucks. 
The roads are seldom fit for use until the 1st of 
April, when tho mauogaily cutters' harvest may 
ho said to commence, as tho result of their work 
for the season depends upon tho continuance of 
the dry weather. A gang of forty men ie capable 
of working six trucks ; each of which require» 
seven pairs of oxen and two drivers, sixteen 
to cut food for the cattle, and twelve to load or 
put the logs on the carriages. The iulenso heat 
of the sun prevents the cattle being worked under 
its influence, consequently they are obliged lo la­
bor in the night instead of the day time. -l he 
logs are laid upon tho truck by means of a tem­
porary platform, which is laid upon the edge of 
the truck to a sufficient distance upon the ground, 
so as to make an inclined plane. They are then 
carried to the river and thrown into it, having 
been previously marked with each owner's ini­
tials. From the end of May to tho middle of 
June/torrents of water are discharged from the 
clouds, and tile rivers swell to a great height — 
The logo are then floated down, beuig followed by 
the gangs in pit-pans [ a kind of Hat-boltomed 
canoe,] to disengage them from the overhanging 
trees, until they are stopped by a boom placed at 
some situation convenient to the mouth of the 
river. Filch gang then separates its own cutting 
by the marks on the ends of the logs, and forma 
them into largo rafts, iu which state they 
brought down to the wharves of the proprietors, 
where they are taken out of the water, and 
dergo a final process of the axe, to make the sur­
face smooth.
