The exhibition,
which will continue for a fortnight,
draws attention means of dia-
grams, illustrations, phoYographs,
models and pathological exhibits, to
the enormous wastage of life and
work caused by tuberculosis in its
various forms.

How It Spreads

How the disease is gaused to spread
and the methods of cure and precau-
tions'l'.or prevention are emphasized.
The chief orator at the opening was
Sir Berkeley Moynihan who, in em-
phasizing the urgent necessity of se-
gregating consumptives, said each
sufferer from the disease was a fac-
tory and storehouse which produced
millions of organisms weekly and
scattered them in all directions.

_He had recently, Sir Berkeléy said,
asked a mathematical friend to work
out the the rate of propagation of
tubercle baccilius in favorabl® cir-
cumstances and his friend had re-
ported that starting with cne tubercle
bacillus on a Sunday morning and al-
lowing it to propagate itself at an
average rate of growth for a week,
you would be able to serve on a
breakfast plate every individual hu-
man being on the surface of the globe
something like a million bacilli.

FOR CLAIMANTS

U.S. Judge Permits Them,
Without Prejudice, to Ap.
peal to British Law

WHICH ALLOWS THEM
TO CLAIM $3,000,000

Instead of Only $97,000 as
Under the Statutes of
The United States

New York, July 12.—Judge Hand,
of the. Federal Court, has announced
a ruling which permits claimants to
withdraw their claims growing out of
the loss of the Titanic, from the Ad-
miralty Court litigations here, and
prosecute for damage suits in the
English law courts, under the Eng-
lish law known as Lord Campbell’s
Liability Act.

The Difference

Claimants may recover $3,000,000
for account of salvage, freight and
passage money, while the American
statute limits the recovery to $97.-
000. Action was brought for claims
aggregating $18,000.000.

The Judge’s order permits claim-
ants to proceed in the English courts
without prejudice to tite right of fur-
ther action in this country.

It also suggests the use of rafts
that would float away when a vessel
went down. A change in the system
of taking on pilots at Father Point
is also suggested.

The finding in the enquiry into the
Empress of Ireland disaster, con-
cludes as follows: -

Captain Kendall of the Empréss of
Ireland would have been better ad-
vised to have given the Storstad a
wider berth, but we do not consider
his failure to give a wider berth a
contributory cause to the disaster.
The Chief Officer of the Storstad was
wrong in altering his course.
