L.ondon, Sept. 19.—The Exchange
Telegraph's Paris correspondent in a
degpatch received last night, says, a
comprehensive account of the five
days’ battle on the Aisne River,
which he described as the fiercest on
the western theatre since the begin-
ning of the war was given by a French
officer who arrived in Paris yester-
day.

Called a Halt

On the morning of the 14th, the
officer said, the Germans called a
halt, but by the afternoon the battle
became general. All next day the
battle was of a ding dong nature, the
Germans evidently awaiting reinforce-
ments. During the night, however,
they delivered a furious attack on the
extreme left, but the British and
French troops gallantly met the on-
slaught, repulsing the Germans no
fewer than ten times, with fearful
losses.
