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fINERS ENTOMBED
~ AND SUFFOCATED.

Thirty of Them Believed
to be Dead.

Rush of Black Damp in

Pennsylvania Mine.

Women and Children Cry
With Horror.

Fayette City, Pa., Dec. 2.—Between
25 and 30 miners, possibly more, are
entombed in the Naomi mine of the
United Coal Co., located three miles
vest of this ecity, and there is prac-
tically no hope that any of them
ate alive. Their imprisonment is due
t5 an explosion of black damp about
8 o'clock last night, soon after the
night force went to work.

It is said a miner entered an old
working with a lamp and caused the
explogsion. Had the disaster occur-
red on any other might except Sun-
day, the number of victims would
have ‘been twice as large. The mine
employs from 276 to 300 regularly,
about one fourth of them going to
work at night, but on Sunday nights
only half the night force goes to
work. The mine is of the shaft
type and the concrete sides of the
entry were broke down so as to com-
pletely close the passage back a con-
siderable distance. About 100 feet
from the entrance is located the
first air shaft, and from this deadly
gas is pouring in great vn‘lumP. ATho
gas found in mines in this territory
is so poisonous that no human be.
ing can live in it for more than a few
minutes and for this reason it is
not believed a single one of the en
tombed men is still alive. :

One man, an unidentified foreigner
er, managed to .climb to the top of
the first air shaft but dropped dead
there. No sign of life has come from
th: others. _

Just after the night force entered
th: shaft there was a flash which
lighted up the mine and all around
it There was a roar as tons of coal
and slate crashed down into the en
tries erow. with workmen, Then
utter darkness foilowed, the explos.
ion putting out of business completely
the lighting and air facilities of the
mine. The mine immediately filled
with gases and several not hurt by
the explosion perished while run.
ning to get in the fresh air.

The shock of the explosion shook
buildings in Fayette City and could
be heard for miles.

In the homes of miners the ex-
plosion felt like a death signal and
emptied every miner’s cottage in the
vicinity. The occupants of these
men, women and children—gathered
around the mine this morning. The

DR. CHOWN ON
SOCIAL CRISIS.

INTERESTING ADDRESS BEFORE
THE MINISTERIAL ASSOCIATION.

Some Discussion on a ~ Reference to a
Drinking Nation Sending Mission-
aries to a Sober Nation.

Rev. Dr. Chown, General Secretary
of the Temperance and Moral Reform
of the Methodist Chuteh, delivered
an address to the Hamilton Minis-
terial Association this morning. The
meeting was ‘held ‘in “the Centenary
Church lecture hall and, bem? open.
there was quite a number of laymen
and ladies present. Rev. J. K. Uns.
worth was chairman and nnnou‘r')oed
that the speaker's subject was, Th‘c?
Social Crisis and How to Meet It.

The speaker said that he assumed
that his hearers recognized that the
social question is ene of the promin-
ent problems in church work. He ad-
vocated the teaching ef sociology in
the denominationsl colleges, #o that
the  young s -would ga qut
into the world with a better 1dea of
how to apply the concrete principles
of the kingdom of God on earth. In
the U. 8. colleges the study of politi-
cal economy was now being taught,
but that treats mostly of the science
of making money without mgnrd. to
the character of the undertaking
Sociology’s chief purpose is to show

tha. money should be used to pro-
duce conditions most favorable to
the development of manhood. He

thought that during the college course
the students should be addressed by
business men and honest politicians,
whe could give them a true insight
into business and political methods.

He advocated the teaching of the
Bible in the public gchools as lit-
erature, and the teaching of ethics

to the children. The formation. of
mer’s brotherhoods in the various
churches was advocated. These’ bro-

therhoods should be wide enough to
embrace all good living men, whether
they accept the digma of the church
or not. R

Another suggestion made was the uni-
fication of the forces of the Christian
churches. In the course of his address
he referred to the report made by a
Japanese statesman who was sent to
London, England, for six months to
study the effect that Christianity had
on the people, and reported back that
London was worse than Tokio. The
speaker was asked if he bellewed in the
report by one of the members, and in a
way he said he did concur in it, and said
it was hard for a sober nation to under-
stand why a drunken nation sent mis-
sionaries to save it. This reply provok-
ed quite a warm discussion, several of
the ministers taking issue with him.

In seconding a vote .«of thanks, Rev,
John Morton asked Dr. Chown if he
thought that persons living in Australia
or other distant lands and taking the
leading newspapers of Canada could get
a fair ideg of the moral conditions of the
people of this country. In his opinion
the party press greatly exaggerated cor-
ruption in the land.

Dr. Chown replied that a fair idea of
the condition of affairs is not given in
the leading newspapers. “I don’t believe
that the editorials in either the Mail or
Globe are wholly true as to the condition
of the political parties,” he said. But
of course one is bound to believe the
printed reports of the trials and of the
witnesses under oath, when the presiding
Judges find the accused guilty.”

Mr. Thos. Morris expressed regret that
the ministers and the majority of Chris-
tian workers refused to enter the poli-
tical arena,

From there they came to
New York, homesick and disconsolate.
