All Should Learn
How to Shoot

BEWARE OF THE
TUSSOCK MOTH

The Government experts who have 
been cleaning the trees of towns, 
report many evidences of the dreaded 
Tussock moth. All should inspect 
and guard their trees. The female 
moth being wingless, the only way 
whereby this insect can spread is by 
the caterpillars crawling. Therefore 
trees which have been thoroughly 
cleaned or those near an infested 
area may be protected by a strip of 
loose cotton bound tightly around the 
trunk near the middle of the cloth, 
with the part above the string turned 
down; a band six inche* wide painted 
on the tree with tree tanglefoot, or 
ordinary sticky flypaper tied around 
the trunk also prove effective barriers

STRICT LAWS FOR AUTOS
Hon. P. J. Venlot has written to 

the Chief of Police as follows:
As it is necessary that the depart­

ment should haye the co-operation of 
the police authorities throughout the 
province I wish to ask that you look 
over carefully the enclosed copy of 
the Motor Vehicle Law.

Every car and motor cycle now 
used upon the highways and streets 
should carry two yellow and black 
number plates. Please see that these 
numbers are on both' back and front. 
If the car carries but one number 
please have the owner reported and 
If not carrying any have him held up.

Dealers have been reported for 
allowing private individuals to use 
their plates while waiting for regular 
licenses for these parties. This can­
not be allowed. Will you please set 
that every dealer carries two numbers 
as there la a report that a dealer will 
use one plate on one car and one on 
another . Dealers' tags are to be used 
on cars for demonstration purposes 
only, and not for private ;uaa or for 
hire. 1 understand that this Is being 
violated continually.

Chauffeurs should be prepared to 
produce their 1S17 license, and If 
not should not be allowed te drive un­
til ouch license is obtained.

WONDERFUL CHANGE )
IN CAMPBELLTQN

(Campbellton Graphic)
The Prohibition Act has worked a 

wonderful change In the work of the 
police court. During the month 'of 
May 1917 only tyo men were arrest­
ed for drunkenness and both of these 
came off the train and did not get 
their liquor here.

In the same period last year there 
were twenty arrests for drunkenness 
and many who were slightly under 
the Influence of liquor were not ap­
prehended.

Now If a man is at all suspected 
of having liquor on his person he Is 
taken In charge and closely question­
ed. „ - .
Some people who are not conversant 

with the law are getting Into serious 
trouble.

One young man who claimed he 
bought liquor before the prohibition 
act came Into force, clafny he gave 
a friend^» flask of liquor. He was 
up for violation of the act and fined 
HOC, and costa or four months in 
Jail. He paid the fine.

Another young man came here from 
Matapedia. He had liquor on his 
person went to a hotel where he 
drank to excess. He was arrested 
under the Prohibition Act and fined 
9150, and ’costs or four months In 
Jail. He also paid.

So that our readers may know 
something of the act we publish the 
following extract from St. John pol­
ice court reports:

Magistrate: I thought everybody 
knew it is not necessary to be drunk. 
Anybody under the influence 6f li­
quor. apparently under the influence 
may be staggering from weakness or 
Illness, can be brought here by the 
police.

Marksmanship Is Essential To 
National Preparedness— Swiss 

System Democratic

It seems obvious that the ability to 
use any given piece of machinery— 
and to use it properly-f-is quite as 
necessary as to have possession of 
the machinery. If you present a man 
with an automobile truck so that he 
will be able to help you solve your 
«’reimportation fc>rgblems, the truck 
and Its owner are absolutely useless 
until he has been given adequate les-
<°ne to how to operate it and take 
care of it.

Just at present everybody is think­
ing and talking about national pre­
paredness. Drilling classes are being 
organized and equipped, and from the 
amount of enthusiasm displayed, very 
satisfactory results will certainly be 
obtained. Training in rifle shooting 
naturally goes hand in hand with the 
manual-of-arms and camp sanitation.

The National Rifle Association has 
for years been preaching the gospel 
of marksmanship as an aid to national 
preparedness and it will be glad to 
lend a helping hand to any organiza­
tion desiring to take up rifle shooting 
under standard milita-y conditions. 
Home defense leagues can be organic 
€d as N. R. A. affiliated cfabt 
thereby secure the privilege tor its 
members of shooting for the regula­
tion marksman, sharp-shooter and ex­
pert qualifications.

The Swiss System
The Swiss system of military train­

ing is one that is recommended for 
adoption for this country and it num­
bers among its supporters, large num­
bers of men who have given much 
thought to the subject. In Switzer­
land every man capable of military 
service must do a certain amount of 
work in the army. The period tot 
infantry regiments amounts to but 
two months for the first training and 
then two or three weeks each year 
in practice and rifle shooting. Each 
citizen keeps in his home his mili­
tary rifle and his uniform and acces­
sories so that any time when called 
he can report to the place of meet­
ing completely equipped for military 
duty. He is responsible for the con­
dition of his rifle and outfit and must 
see that they are kept in perfect con­
dition.

The Swiss system is the most de­
mocratic military system in the world 
for the simple reason that in Switzer­
land every man is first a citizen and 
secondly a soldier, and no man, un­
less physically Incapacitated, can 
perform the duties of a citizen unless 
he has done the required military 
work.
