Farewell Address

{Rev Mr Macarthur [preached| his
farewell sermon on Sunday evening.
the large chunci of St. James being
fillod. The address was a most im-
pressive onc not seon to be forgot
ten

Rev Mr Macarthur said he was
sorry to leave because he would not
be here to welcome back the brave
boys who have gomne forth ‘o defead
their country. He had hoped to see
tablets erected to those men in the
church. That would doubtless come

He had hoped io sece a memorial
window for Miss Jane Mitche!l, who
had been a most devoted and helpful
member of the church and also to
her brother, Hoa Peter Mitchell. It
does not stand to the credit of the
province tha: his name . is inscribed
on a monument intended for some-
one else

He was pleased -to see the tablet
<hat had been erected to the memory
of Rev Wm Aitken, which completed
the tablets to the *hree ministers
who had died -in -this ministry and
cengregaion

The men who have zone oul from
He
had prayed fcr all of them. Not &
day in his lifs that he had not
thought of them -a1d wished them
well

He had tzken much interest in the
temperance problem now
happily solved. Also in
redruiting. The fsupporting
of *he men who have gone overscas
had brough: him very near to people

He had enjoyed his ministerial ser
vices because of the good heo saw
coming out of them. Ho trusted some
thing had been aitained in the ten
and cne-half years he had becn their
pastor
sThe cong#. n hnd jcommunity
were peaceful, harmonious and pleas
ant, more 8o than when ho came
here, and he hoped he had contri-
buted in some degree to this -im-
rrovement. There is a gocd feeling
ameng the denominations. There
ought to be. We win nct by abus-
ing, but by commending the good
we see in otyers. In all small com
munitics all narrowness and bitter
ness betwcon denominations is  al-
ways an evil and never a good There
are too many churches here. If more
of the comminity spirit were devel
oped, it .would be batter for mcny a
men and woman who now siand ou!
side of church inflience. Almost in-
variably the best spirits are closely
connected with the churoh. He ad-
vised all to get in touch with the
church, and help make it a power *o
uplift and enlighten

He was leaving the community
and church with @ deep sense of ap
preciation of the great and many
kindnesses he had received

He wurged all to solidly support
{thiefr nezt minjister jand give him
thoir bes: wcopoperation. The minis
iry was the most trying of all occu-
pations

There is only one thing tha: mat
ters, and that is Jesus Christ. He is
the only One to believe In and follow

Jesus fed tho' hungry, clothed the
naked, healed the sick and lifted up
the out cast. Those who feed and
clothe the hungry and naked preach
Christ. Bu: He must be preached
not only that way byt also to the
heart. i

He asked the prayefy of the péo-
ple. He sent groetings to the sol-
diers ov He ded all
of them and bhimself to- God

In concluding he wished that the
kindly relations that had obtained be
tween the other ministers and him
eelf might obtafn between them and
his successor.
