U. S. Market

The seasonal export {of Chr atmas
trees for the holiday season in the
United States has begun. Sidings oun
the Glbson Branch of the C.P.R.
are filled w'th piles of ‘lttle trees
which are destined for the New
York and Boston ‘market

RoadMdes and old pastpres are
the usual places from which the
young trees are cut for thdg trade

Doaktown

but sometimes promisng second
growth aleo Is sacrificed. The price
offered by buyers and |;>cepted by
those who cut and deliver the trees
‘s ridiculously low, four cents per
tree. They are wired together in
close bundles of three eagh so that
the least possible room will be oc-
cupled when the flatcars are load-
ded. A well lcaded car carries se-
veral thousand of such trees.

This ‘s not the only section of the
Province in which the trade is car-
ried on. Charlotte County usually
ships thousands of sueh'trees each
