In Mr. Snead Cox’s “Life of Oar- 
dinal Vaughan," just published, the 
chapter entitled “The Good Pastor” 
is of especial interest, affording as, 
as it does the Cardinal's views re­
garding the life of the priest, the 
scope of bis duties towards hie 
brother priests as well as towards 
his parishioners and the right direct­
ion of his energies in the way of at- 
taining to the highest type of priest, 
ly ideals.

He was thought hard on his 
clergy says Mr. Cox, and he judged 
them strictly by the standard of the 
vocation they had accepted. “No 
priest ought to “accumulate money,” 

bis opinion, and the idea of a 
priest leaving money away from his 
poor and his work was abhorrent to 
him!

Every surplus sum beyond ex­
penses and pocket-money ought to 
go, he thought, to lowering the 
parochial debt. Thus he writes :

“Who do not see the difficulties 
which neglect to reduce the capital 
debt must entail when the neces­
sity arises to build a new church or 
school or to divide the district ? In 
many missions each generation 
brings its own burden of wants 
which have to be supplied and the 
proposal is always ready at hand to 
contract a new debt on the old plea 
that posteiity must bear its share of 
the burden. But where is this 
system to land ns if the present 
generation declines to make any 
sacrifice to pay off the debt con­
tracted in its name by its prede­
cessor ? If one generation may re 
pudiate the obligation undertaken 
for it, why may not the next, and 
the next do the same thing? Pmd 
enoe end justice seem to require that 
a sinking fund should be created in 
each mission that is burdened with 
debt, and that donations or sub­
scriptions should be collected annu­
ally towards reducing the debt.

Again: "A priest who daily
spends some time, as be abonld do, 
not only in prayer and meditation, 
but also in reading and study con­
nected with bis sacred calling, can­
not thoroughly attend to more than 
a thousand sonie. * * * To
realise the amount of work laid 
upqn a priest, you must understand 
tfiftt bis duty and relation are not 
only to the mass of bis congregation, 
but to every individual in it, * f 

He is like one tilling the broad 
acres of a farm by spade and garden 
culture. His work never ends.”

Vaughan attached much import, 
anoe to priests visiting the people in 
heit homes, flo liked to remind 

bis clergy that Charier? Birritpeo 
required his priests to make aoensue 
of their people every year-, and to 
be able to report as to who had or 
had not performed their Easter 
duties.

“A house-going priest,” he used 
to say, “makes a obureh-going peo. 
pie."

Also as to preaching, he enjoined 
serious preparation by the priest and 
not simple trusting to the art of ex­
temporizing, or to “reading up” a 
few hours heforg tbp> duty. Fr« 
quent scboolivieite he insisted upon, 
If the priest is not seen there fre­
quently, he said, no one will thick 
he cares much for the school,

“The importance of a happy 
presbytery cannot be too tjjoob ic^ 
sisted ppop. Priests living in the 
same bouse owe to each other mani 
lest duties of respect, subordination 
and brotherly charity. If there 
cannot be a real spirit of charity ^nd 
consideration on the part of the 
rector, and one of subordination and 
respect for authority on the part of 
the assistants, there cap b9 no true 
peace or harmony. To be, witbont 
otioe or excuse, habitually absent 

from the common table, practically 
making a home elsewhere, must 
necessarily be fata} to the joy and 
brightness and brotherly love which 
should distinguish the hr mo of 
priests liviog together. The preeby 
tery ought to be made, as fqr as 
possible, a bptght g> d ha*py home 
for the clergy. In some larger 
missions, even some innocent amuse­
ment might be provided whiçb 
would enable the plgrgy to take re­
creation together, and thus find their 
pleasure at home. Unless the rector, 
in some way shows a real interest 
in the clergy undw-bim, how can he 
expect to exercise that infjnenoeso
important for their spiritual good 

and for the future of the Church."

For 
there he is only taught, but not de­
livered from sin, ne holpen by grace, 
and therefore be was constrained to 
cry There laoketh none to com­
mand, but there is none that ac­
complished the commandment. 
Then came the Son of God in time 
when mao was vanquished of ignor­
ance and impuiesacoe. To that if 
he had so oome tofore, peradventure 
man might say that by his own 
merits he might have been saved, 
and thus he had not been bound to 
yield thanks to God.

The second thing that is shown 
us of this coming is the necessity 
by reason of the time, of which the 
apostle Paul epeakotb, and Galatae 
the fourth chapter : At ubi venit 
plenitude 'temper is — when the 
plentitude or full time of the grace 
of God was ordained then he sent 
bis Son that was God and Son of the 
virgin and wife which was made 
subject to the law to that they be 
subject to the law he brought them 
again, and were received sons of 
God by grace of adoption.

The third thing that is showed to 
us of this coming is the utility apd 
profit that ootqeth for the cause of 
ihe hurt and sickness general. For 
sith the malady was general, the 
medicine mast be general, whereof 
saith S. Austin that: Then came 
the gi eat medicine when the great 
malady was through all tf)9 world, 
^hereof the holy dburoh remember, 
eth in the seven anthems that he 
sung before the nativity of our Lord, 
where the malady is showed in 
divers manners, and for each d 
mandeth remedy qf • his malady of 
the physician. For tofore the com. 
■ng of our Lord we were ignorant 
and blind, bounden to pain perdur­
able; bound to the devil, allied to 
him by evil custom of sin, wrapped 
in darkness, and driven out of our 
country, and tb^refyife we have 
great need of a doctor or a teacher, 
of ayenbar [redeemer], of a deliver­
er, of a oonducior, of a lighter or 
illuminer, and a Saviour. ,

Then let nç pray that we may, 
at this holy time so receive him that 
at the day of judgment we may be 
received into bis everlasting ^jige 
Amen.

Margaret Brent The First 
Suffragette.

It is a curions historical fact that 
ihe first recorded suffragette, on thi 
side of the A'lantio, is Margaret 
Brent, a woman whose name is held 
in the highest honor in ihe annals of 
Catholic Maryland, William Hand 
Browne, in hie “Maryland, the 
History of a Palatinate," calls he 
•'the only woman whose figure 
stands clear in our colonial history," 
and he regrets “tbet so few par 
ticulars of her life are left to ps, and 
that we bavf no portrait of this 
stately old English gentlewoman.” 
Her name occurs frequency in th 
pages of the twenty-seven volumes 
of the official archives of colonial 
Maryland,

The Brents were conspicuous in 
the founding of Virginia and Mary­
land. Captain George Brent, under 
a patent gr^pt^d him and three as­
sociates, February 10, 1687, by 
J mes I, purchased 30,000 acres <jf 
land, bs'ween the ÿotomao and 
fleppa1 gnoock, for a colony 
which the inhabitants abonld enjoy 
Vthe free exeroi«e of their religion 
Without being persecuted hr molested 
Upon any penal }aw« or ether eo-

pliehed : for the gloiy of the sainta married Ann and Ellen Carroll, Amerioe,

sisters of John Caroll, fellow-student 
at Bohemia of the Brents, and first 
Bishop of the hierarchy of the 
United States.

Margaret Brent, with her broth­
ers Giles and Fulke and her sister 
Mary, arrived in Maryland, Novem­
ber 22, 1638. They were relatives 
of the Calverts. Margaret brought 
with her nine colonists, five men 
and four women. She and her 
sister Mary look np manors, im­
ported more se.tiers, and managed 
their affairs with most successful 
masculine ability. One of the two 
“courts baron" of which there is 
record, was held at St. Gabriel’s 
Manor, on the estate of Mary Brent. 
Fulke and Giles Brent were dele­
gates to the Assembly of February 
25, 1639. Gilt) was the Military 
Captain and inelrnotor in arms of 
the local forces, Governor of the lale 
of Keat, and he was appointed Act­
ing Governor of the whole colony, 
on April 15, 1643, when Leonard 
Calvert went to England.

In such an environment Margaret 
Brent grew to be one of the most 
influential personages in the colony. 
Leonard Calvert made her his most 
favored counsellor. She was pres, 
ent with her sister Mary at hie 
death bed, and just before he died 
he said to her : “I make you my 
sole executor. Take all and pay all." 
The Maryland Assembly of 1648 
reoognind this verbal will; and it 
was on her testimony, that Calvert's 
dying wish was that Thomas Greene 
hould be hie successor as Governor, 

that Greene was chosen.
After Oalvert’e death the soldiers 

he had hired to help him to recover 
the colony were clamoring for pay 
long overdue. Toe weak Greene did 
notknow what to do, but Margaret 
Brent went among the mutinous 

Adiers and quieted them while she 
sold enough of the Proprietary’s 
cattle to satisfy their claims.

According to the “Archives of 
Maryland" (I, p, 215) she appear 
ed In 1646 before the General As­
sembly, 'and requested to have a 
vote in the House for herself, and a 
voice also, for at the lest Court, 
anuary 30, it was ordered that the 

said Mistress Brent was to be looked 
upon and received as bis Lordship’s 
Attorney. The Governor denied 
that the said Mistress Brent should 
have aoy vote iq the House, And 
the said 5|istress Brent protei 
against ajt' proceedings' in "this 
present Assembly unless she may 
be present and have a vote as afore 
said.”

This Governor who refused her 
demand for 'a vote for herself and 
anqtber as his Lordship’s Attorney,’ 
was the Thomas Greene who owed 
bis position to her help. 1'ae Lord 
Baltimore, who succeeded Leonard 
Oalvert, did not like her aggressive 
methods of 'doing things,’especially 
her sale of tttg Proprietary’s cattle 
to pay the soldiers, hence he wrote 
some sharp animadversions on the 
fair Margaret to the Assembly ol 
1649. But, as we learn from the 
Archives’ (I, pp 233; 316), that 
body took àer part in the following 
terms :

'As for Mistress Brent's under­
taking and meddling with your 
Lordship's estates hero (whether she 
procured with her own or other»1 
importunity or no] we do verily 
believe, and in oeosolenoe report, 
that il was better for the colony’s 
safety, at that time in her hands, 
than in any man’s else in thn whole 
province after your brother’s death. 
For the soldiers would never have 
treated any other with that civility 
and reepaot, and though they were 
even ready gt several times to ran 
into mutiny, yet still she pacified 
them—till at last, things were 
brought lo that strait that she must 
be admitted and deelared your Lord- 
ship's Attorney by an order of court 

. or else all must go to 
ruin again, aod then the second m s 
chief had been doubtless far greater 
than the former."

Princess Mary, the daughter ol 
the Indian Emperor Eaiitarasquuod, 
was entrusted to the oare of Mar. 
gqret Brent, who jealously watched 
over the interests and education of 
her ward, regarding her as an adopt- 
ed daughter, Margaret rema nsd a 
bachelor maid to the eod, and we 
learn from the Annapolis M*e, that 
in 1658, when fifty-seven years of 
age, she appeared before the Pro 
viooial Court and le t'fiei 'tha: 
Ttiomae White, lately deceased, out 
of lender love and affection he bore 
unto the petitioner, intended, if he 
bad lived to have married her, and 
did by hie last will give unto the 
said petitioner his whole estate he 
was posa&ised of in his lifetime, 

There are records of her being 
alive throe years aftqr this, but the 
precise details and date of her death 
are lacking. Although present-day 
advocates of striking 'the word male 
out of the Cooeiueilon,4’ might draw 
many fruitful lessons from a etudy 
of her life and character, they seem 
to have entirely Ignored this pioneer 
ie the cause they are so vociferously 
upholding.
