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Conservatives Gain Votes.

In Richelieu County, Que-
bee, on Thursday last a by=-
election was held to fill the
vacancy in the House of
Commons caused by the
unseating of the sitting mem-
ber for corrupt acts by agents.
The member returned at the
general election is a Liberal,
and he carried the County by
734 majority. -He was un-
seated as above stated, and
the constituency was opened.
The same member was again
nominated by the Liberals,
and the Conservatives also
put up the same man as at
the general election. The
Liberal is Mr, Cardin and the
Conservative Mr. Morgan.
Sir Wilfrid and a number of
his colleagues in the late
ministry went into the county
and made the fight their own.
On the Conservative side, the
only member who took part

in the campaign besides the
candidaté was Sir Rodolph
Forget. The Liberal was elect-
ed: but with his majority re-
duced from 734 to 3or, a re-
duction of 433 of his former
majority. That certainly is not
a bad showing for the Con-
servatives, and in anything of
a close constituency the Gov-
ernment candidate would be
returned with a substantial
majority. Now, our Liberal
friends say this was a victory
for them. Well, if they can
find cause for joy in a loss of
433 votes, there seems to be
no reason why the Conser-
vatives {should lose any sleep
over the matter.
