His Correspondence Enormous.

His secretaries must have been 
busy men, for his correspondence 
was enormous, and comprised 
letters and memoranda to the 
King, instructions and dis­
patches to ministers and officials, 
reprimands, letters of sympathy, 
etc. His letters to the King are 
especially interesting; the tone of 
the master is carefully, veiled be­
hind the greatest deference To 
the royal person. Even in the 
replies prepared so carefully by 
Richelieu for the King upon state 
occasions, the latter is only to 
reply as arranged, s’il lui plaist. 
Thus in the draught of the dis­
course which Louis XHI W49 to 
make to his Parlement in January, 
1636: ‘Si quelqu’un des enquestes 
estoit; si hardy, ce je ne croy pas, 
de prendre la parole, le roy lui 
dira, s’il lui plaist, “Taisez-vous, 
je veux des effects et non des 
paroles.” .... Sa Majesté 
fera, s’il lui plaist, bonne chare a 
MM, les preridens au mortiers et 
conseillers de la grande chambre 
cui se sont bien comportez en 
cette affaire,’ From which a 
little insight is gained of 
Richelieu’s manner of dealing 
both with his master and MM.

ECCLESIASTICAL RECORD of these stations still endure and

flourish, though few probably 
remember that they were founded 
by the ‘grey Cardinal.’

Like Richelieu, Francois Le 
Clerc du Tremblay was not at 
first destined for the Church, but 
was educated for his position as 
a petit seigneur, and actually 
appeared at Court in 1596 as the 
Baron de Maffiiers before he 
took the habit of St. Francis in 
1599, - being then twenty-two 
years of age.

Though it is chiefly through 
lus connection with Richelieu 
that this friar is remembered, the 
Fere Joseph had already done 
good work before he became ac­
quainted with the Bishop of 
Lucon in the earlier years of his 
episcopate, The latter was 
striving to improve the spiritual 
condition of his diocese, and to 
this end amongst others whom 
he called to hiaaid was the Capu­
chin friar. When Richelieu fell 
into disgrace after the events of 
1617. Pere Joseph contributed 
largely to his restoratation 
to favor by his influence with 
the King. As forithe esteem of 
his" own brethren, it is clear that 
the friar enjoyed this too, for he 
was more than once elected to 
the office of Provincial. The 
establishment of the Sisters of 
Calvary in 1621, was primarily 
the work of Pere Joseph, but in 
this worthy enterprise both 
Richelieu and the Queen-Mother 
participated. (Though Antoinette 
d’Orleans—Longueville was the 
person immediately responsible 
for the spiritual reform that led 
to the founding of the new Con­
gregation, she did not live to see 
its definite establishment, for she 
died in 1618. A crusade for 
the recovery of the Holy Places 
was the pet scheme of the Capu­
chin. and lits " spiritual daughters 
were to contribute towards this 
end by their prayers and mortifie 
tlons The question of the -crusade 
was the chief purpose of the 
Capuchin’s missions to Madrid in 
1618, but the times were not 
propitious, and the Christian 
nations of Europe preferred to 
embark upon the " Thirty Years 
War amongst themselves.

Cardinal was ambitious and eager 
after the favor of royalty, the 
Capuchin, as the best historians 
have discovered, was remarkablly 
humble and unworldly. But 
there was fire in both, and though 
the zeal of one was chiefly turned 
towards the glory of his country 
and king, whilst the other strove 
rather after the triumph of 
ligionover heretics and unbelievers 
they met on the common gioqnd 
where men of the highest purpose 
and energy m.eet. And so it was 
that Richelieu, knowing well his 
value, made us of the Capuchin 
friar for his most important 
diplomatic missions and sought 
his counsel, in the many knotty 
problems of state with which he 
had to deal. On the other hand.

A more famous journey», which 
Pere Joseph performed as the 
Cardinal’s confidential envoy 
was that to Ratisbqq in 1630, in 
eonnection with the succession of 
Mantua; but on this occasion he 
incurred the displeasusre of 
Richelieu, who declared in 
rage that both Brulart, the French 
ambassador, and Pure Joseph had 
played him false by singing the 
treaty with the Emperor on Oc 
tober 14. Consequently a froiss 
ment between the two friends 
which, however, did not last 
long, and we find Pere Joseph 
presently employed in further 
diplomatie missions. Evidently 
he was an indispensable person 
and could bear a great deal of the 
burden which at times pressed so 
heavyily upon the Cardinal; he. 
was blessed, moreover, with 
stronger constitution than his 
patron, and was said to be quite 
indefatigable.

In 1634 Pere Joseph became 
officially Secretary of State but 
rose no further, Richelieu, fear­
ing his own end was near, en­
deavored to have him created 
Cardinal, probably with a view 
to .continuance of the policy he 
had himself so successfully 
Inaugurated; but Urban VIII was 
not inclined to listen to the re­
quest. Nor was this to be 
wondered at when the active 
part played by Pere Joseph In 
Richelieu's foreign policy is 
remembered; moreover, it was 
easier for his enemies to lay the 
blame for certain odious diplo­
matic moves upen the head of the 
Capuchin friar than upon 
Richelieu himself.
