The descriptive catalogue of the min­
eral exhibit of the province of Ontario 
at the Centennial Exposition of the 
Ohio Valley and Central States is before 
ns. It is a model of typography, and 
makes a handsome book of 64 pages. It 
it more than a catalogue : it is a hand­
book on matters connected with mining 
and mining products in Ontario.

The introduction calls attention to the 
claims of the province at a producer of 
grain, fruit, live stock and general farm 
producs, and also shows that as a manu­
facturing country the Dominion (more 
particularly our own province) ia full of 
promise. The fact is cited that at the 
Philadelphia centennial 170 prizes were 
awarded Canadian manufactures and 
machinery, besides hundreds of prizes 
tor live stock and farm and dairy pro­
ducts.

An interesting chapter on "Ontario's 
Mineral Resources" follows, the geologi­
cal formation ia briefly but clearly 
sketched, and valuable statistics are 
given as to the value of the mineral pro­
duct of our mines and the worth of the 
experts of minerals. The former is 
placed at $3,385,000 for Ontario (about 
one-third of the mineral product ot the 
whole Dominion Vthe'aalt products being 
valued at $166,004 per annum.

The catalogue proper is then given, 
from which we learn that 413 different 
exhibits have been made at Cincinnati 
by Ontario in the line of minerals, etc.,

• comprising over two thousand specimens, 
the aggregate weight of which is about 
ten tons.

The appendix is not the least valu- - 
ble portion of this interesting little book. 
In this part is given a definition of 
“mining lands,” and applicants for le 
tera patenta, etc., are instructed how to 
proceed. The act reaiiecting mining 
follow*, and then cornea a list of the 
minerals, and thetr lecationa. A general 
• idex ends the book. The whole re­
flects much credit upon the able and 
accurate author, Mr A Bln , Deputy 
Minister of Agriculture of Ontario.

John Ogilvie, of the great milling firm 
Ogilvie Brus, and second brother of 
Senator Ogilvie, had died suddenly this 
morning at his residence in this city. 
The deceased gentleman’s death was ter­
rible in its suddenness. He had not 
been in very good health for some time, 
and during last winter made a tour of 
Southern California, New Mexico, and 
British Columbia, which seemed to do 
him se me good. List week he was at 
the office as usual, and Saturday and yes­
terday appeared to be in good health. 
He spent Sunday evening with hia fami­
ly, and seemed to be in the best of spir­
its. At an early hour he retired, and 
slept well during the night. About five 
o'clock this morning he awoke and re­
marked to his wife that he had had a 
moat refreshing night's sleep. He fell 
asleep again, and in a short time Mrs 
Ogilvie, on proceeding to awaken him, 
found to her horror that he was dead. 
Deceased was 53 years of age. He waa 
born in Montreal, educated in the High 
School, and subsequently joined hie 
brothers, Senator Alexander and Wil- 
Ham Ogilvie, in the milling business.

Preached from It.

In the latter end of December, 1887, 
great excitement was caused by the cable 
announcement that the Bishop of Lon­
don had relinquished hie high office and 
had taken hia stand on the line of the 
common brotherhood of man. On Christ- 
mas day he preached a sermon in which 
he gr.ve his reasons for hie action. The 
sermon was published in London J no­
tice at the time, was afterwards repro­
duced by the Minneapolis Star, and we 
now place it before our readers by re­
quest :

ext—Go to now. ye rich men. weep and 
howl for your miseries that shall come noon 
you. Beheld, the hire of the laboicrs whohave 
reaped down vour Helds, which is of you kept 
back by fraud, erfeth, and the crit-SMg them 
which have reaped are entered Into the 
ears of the Lord of Sabaoth. Ye have lived in 
pleasure on the earth and been wanton ; ye 
have nourished your hearts as in a day of 
slaughter. Ye have condemned and killed the 
just, and he doth not resist you,—James v : 1, 
4, 5, 6.

Fellow Citizens—The text which I 
have just read you, and from which I 
shall preach the last sermon as bishop 
that I shall ever deliver from this pulpit, 
ia i.ne which is probably as unfamiliar to 
to you comfortable, well-to-do people as 
it is familiar to all these who,since it was 
originally penned, hare toiled and suffer­
ed for humanity. Although it is read 
sometimes in the ordinary course of our 
church service, yet, judging by your 
conduct your ears have been deaf to its 
terrible denunciations. From the days 
when I was an humble curate until now 
1 have had a large and varied experience 
of cathedral», churches, preachers and 
sermons, but I have never yet heard a 
discourse based on these words, snd I 
cannot learn from any of my brother 
bishops or priests that they have ever 
used them, or heard them so used,

I can see by your uneasy demeanor 
that you are asking yitureelves why, on 
this Christmas day, when, in accordance 
with custom, I should be preaching 
smooth things to you, I should be mad 
enough to offend your delicate sut :épla­
bilities by quoting the sayings of one of 
the common people—words written eigh­
teen centuries ago— which might have 
done very well then, but which cannot 
possibly be applied to yon and your class 
today ; you who come here, clad in pur­
ple and tine linen, who live in king's 
houses, who fare delicately every day, 
and who consider that you have 
fulfilled eve;; moral obligation when 
you have dropped a coin into the 
collection box, before you step into 
your carriage to be driven to your 
luxurious home. It ia because I believe 
that not only James, but Jesus Christ 
himself, if He could .stand in my place 
today, would hurl these words at you 
with a force and a passion of which we, 
in this ninteenth century, have but little 
conception. Not aa a bishop, but as a 
man, I repeat them to you, hardly hoping 
that they may touch your hearts, but 
more as a justification for my new and 
strange position.

For years I have been one of you. My 
home has not been where Christ’s home 
was, with the masses, but with the 
classes. I have abundance of this 
world's goods. I have lived with the 
fashionable and the wealthy, and I have 
been * dignitary of a church which 
is the church of the rich, and not the 
church of the poor. Without a protest 
I have mixed in society with men and 
women whom Christ would have de­
nounced a* bitterly as he denounced the 
Scribes snd Pharisees. In the House of 
Lords, I have silently sat side by side 
with whoremongers and adulterers, and 
as silently have I welcomed as my per­
sonal friends, highborn women—some of 
whom I see before me today—with whom 
no decent working man would allow hia 
wife or daughters to associate.

I have seen among you, spreading like 
a canker, the lust ol the flash sud the 
pride of life, and instead of reproving 
you, as Christ would have done, 1 have 
not dared to denounce your indi­
vidual sins. And all this time there has 
been going on around me, in this huge 
city snd throughout the land, the surg­
ing, toiling life of humanity, the sorrow, 
the suffering, the poverty, the disease, 
the sin and shame which I realised but 
dimly, aa something altogether apart 
from my own existence, but for which, I 
at least see clearly, you and I have been, 
up to the present time, mostly to blame. 
We and our class have kept bgck by 
fraud the hire of the laborers who have 
reaped our fields, we have lived in plea­
sure on the earth, and been wanton, 
we have nourished our own heart* while 
we have starved the bodies of those to 
whom we owe the very bread we eat end 
the clothes we wear, and now we are 
condemning and killing at our very 
gates, the people whose inarticulate cry 
u entering into the ears of the Lord of 
Sabaoth,whose faithful servants we pre­
tend to be.

My fellow citizens, I know not how it 
may be with you, but for me this care­
less, selfish life is ended. Little by 
little I have awakened to the fact that all 
my days I have entirely neglected my 
real duty to my fellow men, and at last I
here come to know that try p^per plttce

ia not here as the we'l paid bishop of » 
church which, in its present condifi.m, 
is utterly opposed to everything which 
Christ taught, but among the poor, to 

, whom He declared that the gospel should 
j be preached among the laborers whose 
hire we have kept hack by fraud.

Too long hâve I neglected the mriera- 
ble social facta of our so-called Christian 
civilization. Too lone have I spoken to 
you smooth things and cried peace when 
there waa no peace. I have known by 
repute that there was misery among our 
people, Starvation in our midst,and pros­
titution upon our streets. But hitherto 
I have taken those as something for 
whiqh v„a and 1 were not responsible, 
but which were really due to the n,hotel,'t 
wickedness of nature.

But I have learned that our pleasures 
and our wantnness have been built upon 
this hideous foundation, and having 
learned this—aa you may also learn if 
you will—I have resolved that from this 
Christmas day my new life shall begin. 
Today I lay down my robes, I give up 
my bishopric, my palace and my income 
I also give up my seat in the House of 
Lords ; I give up my pleasures of society 
and the world, and at last I take my 
place as * man among men.

It is I know, a bold step I have taken, 
but I have fully counted the cost. Re­
sumed no longer to live on the labor of 
others, I shall probably have to join the 
great army of the unemployed. To­
morrow I shall attempt to preach my 
hrat sermon to them in Trafalgar square 
from the same text that I have used here 
today, and it ia likely that I shall paaa 
tomorrow night in a police cell. But 
there I shall bo no worse off thaa Jesus 
Christ would be if he attempted to enter 
this abbey (Westminster,) now, for He 
would be arrested and locked up aa a 
vagabond without visible means of sub­
sistance. To you and to your class He 
would simply be a laborer whose sub­
stance you have kept by fraud. To the 
abolition of that fraud, and of the misery 
and degradation which result from it, I 
shall henceforth devote my life. It will 
be no eaay task, not near ao easy aa being 
a bishop of London, but the reward of a 
good conscience and of a noble work well 
done, is better far than a palace and ten 
thousand ($48,400) a year.

In this place I shall probably never 
•peak again. But when freedom shall 
have opened out her arms and gathered 
all men into her wide embrace, when jus­
tice and truth shall have taken the place 
of oppression and fraud, some man of the 
people shall stand in the temple of the 
dead, and,inspired by the beat tradition* 
of the past, the noble aspirations of the 
future, shall send ringing through these 
lofty aisles that living Christmas mes- 
sasje which till then can never have its 
full significance—

"Peace on Earth and Good Will to 
Men.”

English salt, if noth» 
mg else, ia honest ; and ia what it repra- 
aenta. One dealer in London, allowed 
me aome 20 bbls. of aalt lying in hia 
store, and hia remark was “There's 20 
bbla of Canadian aalt. I .hall have to 
give it away before I can get rid of it "

If Canadian salt makers would pack 
clean, dry aalt,full weight,and keep doing 
t, they would at least have the satisfac 

tion of knowing that they had done 
something to help themselves.
