Dr. J, H. Caldwell, Dominion vet-
erinary surgeon for the Edmonton
district, who .has just returned from
a trip through the Paddle river coun-
try, stated to the Bulletin that the
crops in..that district were in excel-
lent congdition.

spring wheat. A sheaf of Alaskan
wheat, a new variety not commonly
grown in this district, brought in by
Dr. Caldwell from the farm of A.
L.. Garret, was almost five feet ten
inches high.

The fleld from which it was taken
will' ayerage about forty bushels to
the acre. Yellow corn has also been
grown successfully in the Paddle
River country and a considerable
quantity has been planted this sea-
son.

Several fine specimens of oats,
wheat and barley from Mellowdale,
north of the Paddle river, were also’
brought in by Dr. Caldwell.

The oats were almost six feet high
and the barley and wheat was head-
ed out in perfect style.

All Shipyards in Germany Axze Now
Standing Idle. f

Be!:)in, Angust 17.—As a result of
the fight between the German ship-
builders and their employees, all the
shipyards of Germany except the gov-
ernment works are now idle, so far as
new construction is concerned. - Naval
construction assigned by the govern-
ment to private yards is at a stand-
still and ship-owners are in many
cases sendingtheir-ships to England
for the necessary repairs.
