It has been flouted by the
inequalitics and ,inequities. of the
present distzjbution_of voters through
the districts, taken advantage of by
a base appeal- to. sectarian feelings.

Its members charged the Opposition
with ;the intention of entering upon
a policy of Godless Schools.. = They
were charged with being party to an
effort to upset the present denomina-
tional system of  education.

Now,
Socialism as is well known has been
denounced in Papal Encyclicals, and
the object of this form_ of abuse was
the same, to influence the Roman
Catholic voter to stand by the Roman
Catholic Premier. These three phases
of the campaign were alike in several
particulars. The appeal was based on
defamation and falsehood and its ob-
jeet was sectarian.

Its success is now manifest to all,
and this leads up to the question of
the influence of the Roman Catholic
vote on the return of a Government.
Ii is true that at one time the major
part of this influence was with the
Liberal Party and the Tory Party
kicked at it. It is true that this same
influence swung against the Liberal
Party in 1909. Then the Liberal
Party bore in silence with the ehange,
though fully cognisant of what had
happened. In 1913 another test came.
The sectarian appeal was then flag-
rant and daring, and ifs success can
be seen by all. The Liberal Party
can no longer be silent.
