CODFISH.
Labrador.—The latest reports from 

Labrador give the satisfactory in­
formation that the quality of the fish 
being shipped is the best seen on the 
coast for the past ten years. The wea­
ther has been ideal for' the curing of 
fish and we hear from Marconi ad­
vices that 99% of the fish will be 
Prime Labrador. This shows what the 
fishermen can do when they do their 
best and we are confident that foreign 
markets will have very satisfactory re­
ports to give us latter on. The Current 
Price has been arranged for $8 per qtl, 
for' all that is shipped off the coast. 
At one time It was stated $7.00 or $7.50 
would be the outside limit but the 
Labrador exporters strained the limit 
to show the fishermen good returns. 
The latest news from the Greenfish 
catchers that went far north Is that 
only a few of them did well and the 
majority will have a very meagre 
catch.

Shore Fish.—Some small lots are 
now arriving and selling at $11.00, 
$10.00 and $9.00 according to quality. 
The merchants are doing all they can 
to help the fishermen on cull. We have 
great hope for still greater Improve, 
ment in- the cure of fish for next 
year when fishermen have had time to 
complete their arrangements as every­
thing has been done in a hurry this 
season. “

It is not easy to sell j 
Labrador in St. John’s to-day unless 
the seller is satisfied to take goods in ' 
exchange on the basis of $20.00 a case 
for 48 one lbytins.

Pork.—The market has . recently 
been showing considerable strength, 
and latest quotations on all grades 
show advances of $2.00 to $3.00 a bar­
rel. According to the figures of total 
imports to date, 23,000 barrels, It 
would appear that there is about suf­
ficient in to take care of the Fall’s 
trade. Prices are as follows:— $54.00 
Ham Butt, Short Mess and Family, 
$44.00; Fat Back, $46.00; Spare Ribs 
Mess, $38.00.

Beef.—Beef also shows further signs 
of firming up. Some of the higher 
grades are now being quoted to Im­
porters at an advance of $2.00 over 
last prices. At present the advance 
does not apply to the lower grades, 
but it hay be expected that these too 
will be influenced by the strong market 
tendency upward. The local price will 
remain at the old figures while the 
fairly large stocks now held fast. The 
St. John’s quotations to-day are $35.00 
to $36.00 Bos Flank, $34.00. Family, 
$30.00 to $32.00 Boneless, according 
to quality.

Rabbits.—Rabbits are very plentiful 
this season and they are being sent1 
in so fast, and in such large quantities 
from the outports on the Railway line, 
and the price is so high that they have 
accumulated at several stores and 
being put into cold storage.

It the price had been more reason­
able say 50 cents a pair which is 
enough, this would not have been nec­
essary. We hear that several barrels 
had to be dumped owing to having be­
come rotten. It appears from all the ! 
circumstances that the season 
snaring Rabbits opens too early and 
should be a month later. The weather 
in September is too warm to 
them any length of time, and there are 
too many immature Rabbits snared 
and sent in.

We draw the attention of the Game 
Board to this matter and suggest that 
they make the opening season a month 
later. We would remind them also, 
that a Brace of Rabbits is not 
80 cents.

Sugar.—There can be nothing new 
in the local sugar situation unless 
some one Interested should come for­

ward to test the legality of the F. C. 
B’s last move to keep up the price. 
Since the Supreme Court case of Hick­
man & Co. was settled, there has been 
a more active demand for sugar. The 
trade was holding back pending this 
decision, and stocks of Retailers were 
kept down at a minimum. The pre­
sent F. C. B. price Regulations hold 
till the end of the year, when it is hop­
ed that the stocks on hand will have 
been consumed, viz:—$28% wholesale 
and $32.00 per 100 pounds.

Molasses.—The total import of Mo­
lasses to St John’s to date is 7133 
puncheons as compared with about 
10,000 last year at this time. There is 
no change in price, viz:—$1.72 to $1.75 
per gallon wholesale for Fancy and 
$1.62% to $1.65 for^Choice. Tierces 3 
cents and barrels 5 cents less. The 
“Moitié Fearn” is at Barbados and 
may bring a cargo.

Floor.—It is pleasing to note that 
there is an easier tone this week, and 
that the Mills are getting to work in 
Canada. Highest grades of Manitoba 
Patents are now selling at $17.00 per 
barrel, but the Mills are offering 25 
cents cheaper for shipment in Nov­
ember, and 25 cents still lower in Dec­
ember. The quotations to-day are for 
immediate acceptance as the fluctua­
tions are expected. The wholesale 
quotations of Flour here this week 
are, $16.76 for Leading Brands, and 
$16.00 to $16.50 for under qualities.

Potatoes.—Home grown potatoes are 
very plentiful now in the local market 
As the frost is keeping off the potato 
crop is improving all the time and 
will be one of the best on record. The 
potatoes generally, are large and dry. 
The wholesale price from farmers 
here $4.50 to $5.00. Next month when

harvesting will be in full swing the 
price will be lower. The Canadian 
crop is also remarkably good and the 
quotation there Is below $4.00 per bar­
rel.
