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AMENDMENT OF THE CRIMINAL
LAW. :

8ir John A. Macdonald has introdu-
ced several billsin the House of Com-
mons, providing for ‘the amendment
of the Criminal Law, and for makiog
the penalties for certain offences uni
form thronghout the Dominion. The
various bills provide, amongst other
tlmlgﬂ that any person or persons set-
ting fire to a_ehureh or chapel shall be
imprisoned in the Penitentiary for
life, or in some other place of confine-
ment for any term less than two
years;
age, thn or without whipping, and
with or without solitary confinement.
The same penalty is provided for set-

. ting fire to any dwelling-house, or to .

goods in any building, or attemptmg
to set fire to buildings or machinery.
For destroying shrubs,shrubbery, &e.,
three years in the penitentiary mn)
inflicted as a punishment, and if
shrubs be destroyed elsewhere, a fine
of $20 may be inflicted. - For dumug
ing or injuring trecs, &e., one month’s
imprisonment may be inflicted, or a
fine not exceeding $5 may be inflicted
for the first offence, and for the sec-
ond offence three months’ imprison-
ment, with fine of $20, and for a third
offence, imprisonment for any term not
exoeedmg two years. For destroying
apy fruit or vegetable production in a
garden,jthree months’ ‘imprisonment
may be inflicted : and for a second of-
fence, the penalty may be two years
in the penitentiary. Tf the vegetables
or fruits destroyeds are not in a
garden, the penalty is one month |
in the county common gaol, or pay-
ment of a sum equal to the injury
done; and for a sccond offence three
months imprisonment. . For destroy-
ing, injuring, &c , fences, stiles, &e.,a
fine of $5 may be inflicted for the first
offence and for the second offence,
one month’'s imprisonment. For

sending thicatening letters, knocking |

down fishery or mill dams, &e., im- |
prisonment for life in the peniten-
tiary, or if less than two years, in the
common gaol, may be inflicted.
