Fearful Thunder Storm in Erin.
From our Jirin Correspondent.

One of the most fearful and destruc­
tive storms i-hat has been witnessed for 
many years passed over this village and 
section of the country about noon to-day. 
The direction which it took was from 
east to west. Before tho storm came on, 
the thunder rolled terrificly around from 
north to east, drawing nearer and nearer 
until drops of rain began to fall, and in 
an instant, as it were, it turned into hail, 
when it fell with tremendous violence for 
fifteen or twenty minutes, until the 
ground was literally covered ; breaking 
windows, destroying fruit and fruit-trees, 
thrashing out and tangling up the uncut 
crops in a fearful manner. The turnip 
crop isjcompletcly riddled and battered 
into the Aground. The rain fell in tor­
rents forXupwavds of an hour after the 
hail ceasetl. The extent of land covered 
by this storm has not yet been learned, 
but we trust that it has not covered a very 
wide area, as the loss at this season 
would be very great. The crops in this 
section looked beautiful, and better pros­
pects have not presented themselves for 
some years past.

Twenty one of the number took 
shelter in an abandoned shanty, and 
almost immediately afterwards the 
building was struck by lightning. Two 
women were instantly killed, and seven 
others injured.

A fearful explosion of fire-damp occur­
red in the Central Coal Mines here 
this morning. Three men were severly 
injured.

A furious hail and rain storm passed 
over portions of this country this after­
noon doing great damage. The Lehigh 
& Susguehanna R. R. sustained great 
damage. The bail in this vicinity per­
fectly covered the ground.

Baltimore, August 12.— A despatch 
from Fredrick says that the storm to-day 
was the most terrific known there for 
years. Rain fell in torrents,accompanied 
by thunder and lightning, doing much 
corn, fences, culverts, roads, brigdes, &c. 
Cheseplake and Ohio Canal also suffered 
sever il breaks reported and liars washed 
away. It will take ten days to repaii the 
break in the canal at Berlin.

Quebec, Aug.—News has been received 
of the wreck of the ship Oregon, owned 
by Messrs. Ross St Co., Quebec, at Point 
Ritchie in the straits of Belleisle, with a 
valuable cargo.

ing the speed considerably. The other 
engine escaped with the loss of its‘cob- 
oatcher, and was net thrown off thesetig. 
The first pair of driving-wheels end for­
ward truex of the engitie going east were 
thrown off the track. She wee alio con­
siderably broken end disorganized about 
the forward gear and the front general­
ly. A gang of men were ' at
once set to work to clear the 
track, and shortly before 11 o’clock the 
damaged engine was got on the line and 
hauled off to the repairing shops. No 
one was injured, the drivers and firemen 
having jumped off just before the crash 
came ; and the occupants of the emi­
grant cars scarcely felt the shook.

The collision would appear to have 
arisen from some misunderstanding be­
tween the night agent, McNaughton, and 
the conductor of the emigrant train going 
west, named Lydell. It seems that there 
were three special freight trains going 
east, and closely following eàch other. 
Lydell’s train was standing at the pas­
senger station, and he had been instruct­
ed to cross at the freight sheds theutrain 
following the one with white signal  ̂The 
first of the three trains carried red sig­
nals, and it was the last of the three 
trains which Lydell had to pass at the 
freight sheds, so that he should have 
waited for the second train, which car­
ried white signals ; but through miscon­
ception in some quarter he started from 
the station as soon as the first 
train had passed, and consequently 
came into collision with the second one, 
which had already left the freight sheds. 
The sharp curve just at this spot pre­
vented the drivers from seeing one an­
other’s engines until too late. The place 
is an awkward one, and a collision oc­
cur ed nearly on the same spot about two 
year’s ago. The names of the drivers of 
the two engines are Ed. Drew and John 
Ammon, both living west of this.

The disabled engine was, of course, 
surrounded by a curious and ever-shift­
ing crowd during the morning. We no­
ticed our Chief Constable walking around, 
and with a twinkle in his eye that looked 
as if he meant to arrest the engines and 
have them locked up for a breach of the 
peace ; but be finally concluded he 
wouldn’t.

The Midland Fatality.—The inquest 
at Orillia before Dr. Elliott, coroner, on 
the bodies of James Stephens and T. 
Lyke, who were killed at the disaster on 
the Midland railroad on’ Saturday last, 
was concluded on Monday night, and the 
Jury returned a verdict of Accidental 
Death, at the same time exculpating the 
engineer of the gravel train from any 
blame in the matter, but censuring the 
Midland Railway Company for not hav­
ing the track properly fenced to prevent 
cattle having access to it at tho locality 
of the sad accident. There is no doubt 
but the families of the deceased will -be 
duly provided for. The man Darby, re­
ported dead on Saturday, is doing as well 
as cin be expected. All the others are 
also progressing toward recovery.

An attempt wee made on Monday night 
to rob the establishment of H. J. Shaw, 
auctioneer, Montreal. The burglar 
turned his attention to the safe, one or 
Herring’s make; he had knocked off the 
knobs of its hinges, and was directing his 
hammer to the hinges themselves when 
his actions were noticed by a policeman 
through the front windows of the building. 
The policeman obtained assistance, and 
entering the beck door, which was open, 
nabbed the would-be burglar. He proved 
to be a discharged soldier named Walsh, 
from Halifax. He was committed for 
trial.
