One of the most fearful and destruc-
tive storms vhat has been witnessed for
many years passed over this village and
sectiun of the country about noon to-day.
The direction which it took was from
east to west, Before the storm came on,
the thunder rolled terrificly around from
north to east, drawing nearer and nearer
until drops of rain began to fall, and in
an instant, as it were, it turned into hail,
when it fell with tremendous violence for
fifteen or twenty minutes, until the
ground was literally covered; breaking
windows, destroying fruit and fruit-trees,
thrashing out and tangling up'the uncut
cropsin & foarful manner.
