Call Has Been Issued to a Meet­
ing Thursday Night.

flame Will Be Played Under the New 
Burnside Rules.

For the first time in its history, Lon­
don will have this year a senior team 
in the Ontario Rugby Football Union. 
Already matters arc shaping towird 
that end, and President Struthers has 
issued a call for a meeting of football 
enthusiasts to be held in the Tecumseh 
House on Thursday evening next, "when 
it is expected all preliminary arrange­
ments will be made. On the same even­
ing the Ontario executive meets in To­
ronto, and London will be represented 
by Mr. Arthur Little.

The game this year will be altogether 
different to what has been seen in this 
district heretofore. Instead of embrac­
ing fifteen men, as formerly, the team 
will comprise but twelve players, and 
will be under what is generally term­
ed on the other side of the line, the 
Burnside rules.

Tills mcan8 that the game. Instead 
of being all scrimmage, that is, a per­
petual tussle on the ground for pos­
session of the ball by all hands, coupled 
too often with a desire to loaf and kill 
time, will be fast and furious, and the 
spectators will be given a run for their 
money from the kick-off to the last 
whistle. Men to play in this game, with 
the exception of the man at center, 
will require to be fleet of foot, swift 
and strong. As for the man at center, 
as was the case in the old days, he 
should be as big and bulky as the end 
of a street car, and the bigger the bet­
ter.

Every man has his work cut out for 
him — it will really be all tackle, and 
no scrimmage—and to the men of judg­
ment, the fleet of foot and the team 
work, the greatest endurance will he 
the victory. For years it has been 
recognized that Rugby football in Can­
ada was too slow from a spectator's 
standpoint, and now that the change 
has come and the American rules have 
practically been adopted, all lovers of 
the game will be truly thankful. It 
may be pointed out here that the Can­
adian rules, as adopted this year from 
the American, differ slightly from the

latter in that Canadian teams play 
with twelve men, while the Americans 
play with but eleven. Otherwise the 
game is the same.

At Thursday night's meeting in To­
ronto a schedule will be drafted, and 
it is expected that besides London, Pe- 
terboro, Toronto, Kingston and Ham­
ilton will be found in senior company.

Speaking of football prospects this 
season to The Advertiser today, Mr. 
George Black, the well-known local en­
thusiast, said that London was full of 
good material for a fast senior team, 
and that things In the football line 
never looked so bright. During the 
summer there have been many addi­
tions to London's residents, and among 
these are said to be at least three 
vrackerjaek football players, who will 
likely be rounded up by the locals, and 
given a trial.

It was in 1890 that London won the 
intermediate football championship of 
Canada, when McGill University was 
defeated by 14 to 5. Peterboro won the 
championship in 1901, and last year, 
Quebec took the honor, defeating Pe­
terboro by 8 to 0.

Oyster Bay, N. Y„ Aug. 31.—In a dis­
cussion of the Panama Canal matter 
between President Roosevelt and Sec­
retary of State Ha y three courses the 
administration could pursue were taken 
up.

The first is to ignore Colombia and 
proceed to construct the canal under 
tile treaty with New Granada in 1843) 
to light Colombia if she objects, and 
create an independent State of Pana­
ma. This would give the United States 
what is expected to lie a short and in­
expensive war, but would insure a per­
manent settlement of the question of 
the sovereignty of the canal zone 
across the Isthmus of Panama.

The second course is that the Presi­
dent shall act in accordance with the 
provisions of the Spoorer law, and, hav­
ing failed to make a treaty successfully 
with Colombia, turn to the Nicaragua 
route.

Tile third course is to delay this 
great work until something transpires 
to make Colombia sec the light and re­
sume negotiations for another treaty.

The administration has engaged with 
the difficulty arising through the fail­
ure of flic Colombian Congress to rat­
ify the Panama Canal treaty without 
amendment and seeks a speedy solu­
tion.
