MR. BECK SPEAKS
IN EAST END HALL

Conservative Candidate Ad-
dresses Electors.

SPEECH BY MR. T.W. CROTHERS

The Government and Its Supporters
Receive the Usnal Sweeping
Denunciation.

The Conservatives had a meeting last
night at the East End Hall, at which
the mayor and Mr. T. W. Crothers, of
£¢, Thomas, spoke. From the Conser-
vatives’ standpoint, it was an excel-
lent meeting. The hall is not a large
one, but all the available room was
used, and there was plenty of enthusl-
asm. Mr. Crothers, who assisted the
mayor in giving the Conservative
view of affairs, was intro-
duced by Major Beattie, ex-M.P., as
‘‘one of the best, if not the best speak-
er in the Dominion,” but the crowd
judged him with a bhetter sense of per-
specti, than the major did, and did
not seem impressed with the idea that
either Col. Sam Hughes or Mr. Jabel
Robinson are in any immediate danger
of lesing any of their distinction. as
disciples of Demosthenes.

It was not necessary for Dr. English
to do anything as chairman except in-
troduce the speakers, and be dignified,
both of which he did very acceptably.
The meeting was so orderly that he did
not need to exercise his authority as
chairman. Dr. English is a rules-of-
order man. He hasn’t been on the
school board all these years for noth-
ing. He knows how a meeting should
be conducted, and is punctilious in this
respect. Fortunately nothing happen-
ed to interfere seriously with his equa-
nimity. Once he did look a little wor-
ried, but it was the mayor himself, and
not the audience, that brought the
shade of annoyvance to the docter's
countenance. The mayor had just
read from an Advertiser editorial that
he knew “more than he pretends to
know.” “Lord, what a lot I must
know,” he shouted ecstatically. The
chairman glanced hastily around and
noticed two ladies in the hall. 1iis sense
of decorum was shocked, but he com-
posed himself while the audience join-
ed with his worship in making mental
and joyous estimates of his newly-ap-
preclated store of knowledge. A num-
ber of well-known Conservatives were
with the doctor and the speakers on
the platform—Mr, John Forristal, Mr.
Wm. Gray, Major Beattie, Mr. Flock,
Mr. Smallman and several others. Ald.
Winnett was there, but he contented
himself with a seat on the floor of the
hall.

He
believed that if the party had not
sanctioned that election, the deputy
returning officers in whose places dis-
crepancies had occurred, would not
have been reappointed for the present
election. On these grounds he ap-
pealed to Conservatives, to Liberals,
and to Intending supporters of Mr.
Daly to vote for him and heip him
get what he and the Conservative
party wanted—the removal of the
stain that has been cast upon the city.

The mayor spoke at length of New
Ontario. He bellieved that the condi-
tion of affairs in New Ontario is not
to the credit of the men who claimed
to have opened it up for scttlement.
The pine timber, he said, has been
sold for a song to Americans; the
pulpwood was simply given away,
and it was not open for competition at
all. If it had been sold under the
same scheme as prevails in Quebec, he
figured out that the province would
be about two million dollars richer.
Unfortunately, it was not, he said. It
was given away, miles and miles of it
at a time. “They are giving it away
in bunches,” was the way he expressed
it. Once upon a time, he exclaimed,
this country was dotted with sawmills,
owned by individuals, but that time
was past, gone with the gifts which he
told of, the gifts from the government
to its pets. From this the mayor di-
verted to the saw-log pelicy, and to
Bir William R. Meredith’s interest in
its birth. From that he went into the
comparison of the political virtues of
the two parties, and closed with an
appeal for the suffrages of the people
present. The mayor was very en-
thusiastically received and was cheered
most heartily when he concluded.

TREES WHICH ARE.USErUL

A Very Important Question
Discussed by Mr. W. E.
Saunders.

City Should Take Steps to
Provide Proper Trees for
Its Streets. :

In a recently-prepared paper, read
before the London Horticultural Soci-
ety, Mr. W. E. Saunders says the fol-
lowing regarding the very important
question of choosing trees to
along the streets of this city:

In preparing a list of trees, the at-
tempt has been made to arrange the
different species of trees available for
that purpose as nearly as possible in
the order of their value, not in the
general sense, but golely as regards
their applicability to the conditions ex-
isting today in London. It is on ac-

count of these conditions that those
two fine trees, the Red Maple and the

Sugar Maple, are placed so far down |

|  The ironwcod is a handsome tree, but
la slow grower. In some localities,
| however, a tree of slow growth would
be desirable, as for instance, where
|the street is so narrow as to make a
| very large’ tree inconvenient. In such
| cases the tree that would takes on a
{handsome form early in life, amd
which would be available for perhaps
| fifty years, without becoming obmox-
lious on account of its size, has much
| to recommend it.

| The white cak and the mossy cup
ioak are probably not so beautiful
either in follage or form as the two
oaks proviously mentioned, and they
imight perhaps better be left to park
| planting, rather than for use a#
ghade trees.

Two other catalpas, kempferi and
Tee’s hybrid have no special advant-
jages over the species named above,
|and their flowers are less conspicuos
| and beautiful.

The honey locust is very thorny, and
| its thorns are liable to drop on the

ground and puncture the skin of the
| barefoot urchin's feet as well as the
| tires of the passing bicycle. Its shade
also is perhaps a little light for use
as8 a shade tree.

The button-wood is open to this lat-
ter objection, too, as the tree is an
exceedingly open grower.

The cut-leaf birch is not sufficiently
wide-spreading, and {n addition to
| this, those now in London are suffer-
ing from a disease which seems to be
fatal, and the tree is said to be short-
| lived.

The beech would be a very handsome
tree, could it be grown, which seems
to be a matter on which opinions dif-
fer; but it might be worth experi-
menting with.

The few names that are left are open
| to very serious objection. The silver-
leaved maple is not sufficiently power-
ful to stand the wear and tear of the
elements for many years, and in addi-
tion we have far too many of this
| species. The white and black ash,

while handsome trees, are so slow in
| leafing out in the spring, and so quick
| to shed their foliage in the fall that
their season is very short.

The horsechestnut has been severely
condemned in Toronto. In fact, I be-
| ieve a bylaw has been passed pro-
| hibiting the planting of this tree,
mainly on account of the litter it
| causes in the streets. The locust is a
| tree which was used in the original
| planting of London, about 1860, to a
| considerable extent, and is an exceed-
ingly handsome tree, both in point of
leaf and flower, but the entire supply
of our city was exterminated by the
attacks of the locust borer, some 20
years ago.

With such a large list of fine trees
to choose from, it must be clear that
| either the people will continue to
plant silver maples, as their predeces-
sors have done., or else a variety of
i trees which will militate against the
harmonious appearance of the streets,
and it becomes evident that only when
some authoritative supervision is ex-
erc(iised, can the best resuits be real-
ized.

It would seem deasirable, if anything
| official .is to be done in the matter,
| that the city should take steps look-
ing to the providing of proper trees for
fts streets in the near future. Many
| of the most beautiful of these trees
are difficult to procure and often high
in price; but it is quite feasible to raise
most of them, if not all, from the seed.
The city has the ground on which to
| do this, and the labor would cost but

little. These could, of course, be sold
to the residents at a fixed price, which
would cover their cost, and great en-
couragement would thus be given to
this important branch of city improve-
ment.
