'THBE TRADE OF CHINA.

Tuesday night’s Guazeite contains the fol-
lewing dispatch received at the Foreign
Office from Sir Frederick Bruce, her ‘Msjes-
ty’s Minister in Chipa :

PexiN, June 7, 1864.

My Lorp,—I have the honor to enclose
retarns for Shanghai of import and export
trade under foreign flags, for the year 1863,
publiched by the Chinese Custom House.
The import trade has increased from taels
40,000,000 (about £13,000,000) in 1860 (the
last year before the opening of the Yangtze
and the northern perts), to taels 81,000,000
(about £27,000,000) in 1863 = The increase
is' due, in a great mejsure, to the large and
increasing: trade, from the ports epened on
the Yangtze in Obinese produce of all deserip-
tions. Owing to the violence of the wing
and rapidity of the-currents in certain placas,
the application of steam to navigation was
required Defore the Yangtse could’ be ‘made
available as a highway for- trapsport. - The
decks of the steamera are now erowded with
Ckinese passengers, and their holds ara filled
with produce destined, not for foreign export,
but for Chinese consumption. The' praotical
advantages of foreign inventions are. thus
brought.-home to. masses of the popalaiion in
the very centre of  China, and they can now
avail themselves of the natural outlet for the
produetions of those rich internal provinces,
instead of being driven t. theslow and cir-
onitous method of artificial water communi-
‘cation, and Q?Ol@d to . the exactione of offi~
cials of the different provinces they had to
pass._through.  The large amount nader the
bead of re-exports embraces the trade in
imgq;u and exports which have been brought
to Shanghai as an entrepot,: and are. g.g:pdo
distributed to different ports of Chida
Japan, and to the weédtern world. The ex-
ports of Shaughai itself have suffered’ from
the diminutidn of the silk erop, ‘due to the
advance of the insurgents iuto the #ilk’ dis-
