dog had its leg broken and took it into 
the house; told my brother to follow the 
young men, while I telephoned the pol­
ice; it was thirty feet from the corner of 
the fence where the dogiwaa sitting*hold-. 
ing up its wounded leg; it ttiss abôufc 
thirty seconds from the time I heard the 
dog yelp until I was at the gate.

To the court—Saw defendant with large 
bone in his hand; took it to be the jaw­
bone of a cow; did not see the defendant 
strike the dog; the dog was a greyhound 
puppy, very playful.

To defendant—Did not see you strike 
the dog; did ask three young men where 
young Hepworth lived, but did nbt say 
he had struck the dog.
