MAN'S POOR RELATIONS.

THE FROG AND THE MONKEY
OUGHT TO BE SO REGARDED.

The Wunderful Likeness Between the Ba-
trachian and the Human Being—The
Ape Morally and Mentally Considered.
The Professor’s Views.

“The most interesting thing about a frog,”
said the professor of anatomy, “is its extraor-
dinary structural resemblance to the human
being. If you had an opportunity of com-
paring the two by dissection, you would ‘not
be astonished at the notion which many phys-
iologists have expressed, that man and the
vatrachian were actually cousins, derived
from the same original ancestry. I[ncidental-
ly, you would observe that Mr. Frogis very
nigh up in the scale of development that runs
from the bivalvular oyster to the genus homo.
You would find that the arrangement and
formation of his bones and muscles are pretty
much the same as in man.

THE THUMB.

‘There is one physical characteristic, how-
»ver, which alone entitles the frog to an ele-
vated status in creation; he has a thumb.
For it is not to the possession of a thumb that
man owes his elevation above the brutel
With no more thumb than a monkey, he
would never have been able to make any-
thing—or, in other words, to construct any
produot representimg an idea—and he would
have remained, to all intents and purposes, a
beast. Apropos of the subject we are talking
about, [ take it that no reasonable person,
devoid of prejudices, can look upon the mere
skeletons of a man and a chimpanzee, side by
side, without having forced upon. him the
sonviction that such. a likeness of structure
could only be accounted for by unity of
derivation.”

In fact, the likeness he
bears ro the human. species has been a great
misfortune to him. On account of it, the
sxperimenter in physiology is continually
trying to find out what bhe can do without
ms brain, or his legs, or his insidess The

pert in toxicology tries the effects of all sorts

»f poisons upon him, and, wheu he has finally
succumbed and given up the ghost, the elec-
srician applies the galvanic battery to his
stitffening limbs, to make him do a- corpse
ifance.
