Root, to-night in the Hotel Champlain, 
after he had said good-bye to the Presi­
dent and was preparing to take the 
train for Washington. i

“ Will the war in the Philippines be 
prosecuted vigorously from now on?” 
asked the correspondent-

Mr. Root replied : “ Yes, sir, the war
in the Philippines from now on will be 
prosecuted with all energy. All the 
men, rail the arms and all the supplies 
necessary to end the trouble in the 
islands will be furnished at the earliest 
possible moment.”

“ How large a force will be at the dis­
posal of the commanding general there?”

“ There will be 50,000 men there ready 
for active service at the close of the 
rainy season, and more will he sent there 
if necessary.”

As to the rumor published in some of 
the papers that President McKinley and 
Secretary Root were not agreed as to the 
policy to be pursued in the Philippines, 
Mr. Root said: “Of course, that is all 
ponsenee.”

When asked if Gen. Otis would he re­
lieved, Mr. Root said that he had 
nothing to say on that point at this time.

Port Townsend, Ang. 8.—The recent 
seizure of several Canadian fishing 
sels by the revenue launch Guard in the 
vicinity of Point Roberts and Blaine, for 
fishing in American waters has raised 
some intricate points m international 
law. It is claimed that there is no law'; 
which proteibits foreign vessels from fish­
ing in American waters, and under this 
claim the British «embassy fit Washing­
ton made a demand on the UnitedîStntes 
government for an immediate release of 
the vessels.

The case was referred here for inves­
tigation, and the revenue officers say the 
vessels were seized for landing neifcs in 
American waters without complying with 
the customs laws by entering crafts. 
This explanation was not satisfactory, 
and advices by wire to-day from the de­
partment at Washington say that United 
State Consul Smith at Victoria has been 
ordered to proceed to Point Roberts and 
Blaine immediately, for the purpose of 
making a thorough investigation and re­
port without delay to the department.
