Early in December a young man 
named Andrew Johnson (who learned 
the . photograph business in. three 
months), opened up a shop over the 
White Drug Co.’s store, purchased a 
large amount of goods and started in 
business, or pretended to so start. 
Then he disappeared. At the time 
it was said he had gone west. A 
valuable camera was taken along with 
him, but the balance of the goods, 
which were too bulky to take con 
veniently, were left. The young man 
left suddenly ‘he didn’t even say good 
bye’ to his friends. There was no mys 
tery about it, but a case of jumping 
his board and other bills.• 

Now the traveller from the D. H. 
Hogg Co., of Montreal comes along, 
and finds the following letter among 
the goods left, which obviously has a 
purpose.

Campberlton, N. B., Dec. 20th 1908 
Dear- Friends:-

1 have made a failure of this 
venture as photographer on account 
of very poor light. I would have con 
tinued but it was beyond my means 
as I was in trouble. I thought it best 
to do what I have done and if you 
want to have me arrested, do so, as I 
cannot refund the money lost now. 
Wherever I go if I can get enough 
money together I will try to pay what 
I owe. I am so sorry for those who 
helped me out and God bless my kind 
friends who helped me out thinking to 
do me a good turn. I believe that I 
could do work with good light, but it 
is too dark altogether and not being 
able to pay my bills and still get a 
better place I give up in despair. I 
have a revolver and if I find life too 
dark I will shoot myself. I am alone 
in the world and I do not know of any 
relations. I have always been honest 
up till now; but if this is dishonest 
I own up to it; I have to as it is my 
only alternative. I am alone and I 
have nothing but the rags on my back. 
If you want me arrested do so; if you 
wish to take it out of me that way; I 
am willing and care not much what 
becomes of me now. The river is near 
and I am not the first to drown. Good 
bye, all, and God bless you all..

This is too thin and we are sure 
no one, not even’the creditors are los- 
ing any sleep over the sad fate of the 
young man. The traveller found that 
nearly $300 worth of goods were miss- 
ing. This is about the value of a good 
camera and lense.

MONCTON, Feb. 17—An Italian 
named Jasimiro Tabbelli, aged about 
thirty years, a workman employed on a

OTTAWA, Feb. 17—Hon. Dr. Puss- 
ley made a statement today in the com 
mons regarding the Mayes dredging 
controversy. The statement was in re 
sponse to a question asked by Mr. Len- 
nox. in the commons.

Mr. Lennox asked whether Mayes’ 
first tender was at fifty cents ayard, 

and the answer was ‘No, it was $8.90 
per cubic yard for material described 
in the specification as Olass 1 (Rock), 

and 49 cents per cubic yard for mat- 
/ erial of Class 2, being all other mater- 

ial than was embraced in Class 1, This 
tender was refused because Mayes 
was unable, to comply with the condi- 
tions as to his dredge being registered 
in Canada.’

Mr. Lennox asked—Was the condi- 
tion removed at the instance of Mayes 
or parties acting for him? and the 
minister replied:

The information in the department 
is that the condition was not removed 
a: the instance of Mayes or parties 
acting for Mayes, but that it was re- 
moved because the next tender, that 
of M. J. Haney and Roger Miller of 
Toronto, who were prepared to comply 
with this condition, named a price of 
$3.50 per cubic yard for material des- 
cribed as Class 1 and $1.25 per cubic 
yard for material described as Class 2 
and as most of the material to be ex- 
cavated was of Class 2, it was, con- 
sidered that the tender of Messrs. 
Henry & Miller was too high and more 
than the department would be justified 
in paying for the work. It was made 
evident by the first call for tenders 

that there were very few Canadian 
registered dredges available to do the 
work and it was considered most pro- 
alb! that by striking out the restric- 
tion and calling again for tenders more 
competition would be secured.

Mayes Was Lowest Tenderer
In answer to the question—Was the 

contract without this condition award- 
ed to Mayes at 55 cents per cubic 
yard? the reply was:

At $8.60 per cubic yard for material 
of Class 1, being 30 cents per cubic 
yard less than his previous tender and 
55 cents per cubic yard for material 
of Class 2, being six cents per cubic 
yard more than his previous tender. 
It was so awarded to him a.s being the 
lowest tender, the other tenderer being 
again—Haney & Miller, of Toronto, 
whose tender was $3.25 per cubic yard 
for material of Class 1 and $1.00 per 
cubic yard for material of Class 2.

The minister said that tenders were 
again invited by advertisement between 
the time of Mayes’ first and second 
tender. Then Mr. Lennox asked:

Having regard to statements made 
and documents read by Mr. Hazen at 
a public meeting at St. John during 
the last general election the discus- 
sion of the Mayes-McAvity incident by 
the press during and since the month 
of October last, and the allegations re- 
cently made upon the floor of this 
house, all to the effect that the condi- 
tion above mentioned being removed.

the Mayes tenders ‘and contract and 
the alleged transactions and dealings 
in connection therewith fully inquired 
Into and ascertained. If so, when and 
how? .

DOUBLE TRAGEDY IN 
NEW YORK TAXICAB.

CARLETONe of figure READING, Pa., Feb. 17—While 
speeding along In a taxicab here early 
today. Stella Rocktashel, 18. was shot 
and killed, and her companion, George 
E. Kraut, 20, after directing the chauf 
feur to hurry to an hospital turned the 
revolver that killed the girl upon him 
self and sent a bullet into his own 
heart, dying almost instantly.

The couple engaged the taxicab in. 
the business section of the town shortly 
before 2 clock this morning and 
when the vicinty of the girl's home 
was reached, the chauffeur, Lewis 
Becker, was startled by a report of a 
shot inside the cab. A moment later, 
Becker declares, the man in the cab 
yelled to him excitedly to drive to the 
hospital and, just as he entered the 
Reading Hospital grounds he said he 
heard a second shot inside the cab.

Halting at the hospital door, the 
young woman was found in a heap on 
the seat of the cab with a bullet wound 
in her head. The bullet had passed 
completely through her head. The 
hurried examination of the man show- 
ed that he too, was dead, having shot 
himself through the heart.
